Agency recommendation – Approval of Conditional Use application; Recently, Ms. Hurt did a zoning verification request for a thrift store at 

282 North Main Street, which is zoned C-1.  Recent changes to the Zoning Table of Uses include a requirement for a conditional use permit for 

thrift stores in commercial zoning districts.   

The property has been the location of several different businesses through the years, and there a diverse number of business types near the 

subject property, including automotive repair, vehicle sales, glass fabrication, and apparel sales.  The property currently has a 2280 square foot 

building with a retail area at the front and storage at the rear.  The paved parking lot has 3 parallel parking spaces and approximately 8 other 

conventional parking spaces.  It also has access to North Main Street (collector road) and Pharr Avenue (local road). 

The proposed use of a “thrift store” has the following conditional requirements in C-1, C-2, and M-1 zoning: 

Sec. 86-178. - NAICS 4533 Used merchandise stores, including thrift stores. 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-1, C-2, and M-1 districts: 

(1) No overnight outdoor storage or display of merchandise or equipment shall be permitted. 

This condition should not be a problem as the applicant has stated that there will be no outdoor storage or outdoor donation drop box, 

and all donated materials will be sorted and stored in a separate warehouse off of the subject property. 

Parking requirements – Sec. 86-410 

- Retail and commercial uses shall provide one space for every 200 square feet of enclosed commercial space available to the public.  

Currently, there are approximately 11 parking spaces provided for normal size vehicles at the front and side of the building. 

2280 / 200 = 11.4 = 12 spaces required. 

However, with the storage area in the back, not every portion of the building will likely be available to the general public. 

From the applicant’s narrative, we also have the following: 

1.  The store will sell primarily new and used clothing and new and used furniture.  No dishes, books, movies, household items, toiletries, or 

appliances will be sold.   

2.  The design intent is the look of a quality “boutique” store.

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3.  The retail hours will be Monday through Friday 10 to 7, and Saturday 10 to 6. 

4.  Drop off hours will be more limited – 4 to 6 every weekday and Saturday 10 to 4. 

5.  No Sunday activity of any kind. 

Staff believes that the continued use of the property with a commercial use will not be detrimental to adjacent properties or to the 

general public interest, as long as the applicant understands that no merchandise may be displayed outside.   Also, the windows should 

not be allowed to display items and there should be a limit to the number of window signs, per the Sign Ordinance.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY 

OF JONESBORO, GEORGIA, CHAPTER 86, ZONING, TO DELETED THE C-

I (CIVIL INSTITUTIONAL) ZONING DISTRICT AND TO AMEND THE 

CONDITIONAL USE PROVISIONS TO REFLECT SAME; TO PROVIDE FOR 

CODIFICATION; TO PROVIDE FOR SEVERABILITY; TO REPEAL 

CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE AN ADOPTION DATE; TO 

PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES ALLOWED 

BY LAW. 

WHEREAS, the governing authority of the City of Jonesboro, Georgia (the 

“City”) are the Mayor and Council thereof; and 

WHEREAS, Article IX, Section II, Paragraph IV of the 1983 Constitution of the 

State of Georgia authorizes the City to adopt plans and exercise the power of zoning; and  

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have, as a part of planning, zoning and 

growth management, been in review of the City's zoning ordinances and have been 

studying the City's best estimates and projections of the type of development which 

could be anticipated within the City; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council therefore consider it paramount that land 

use regulation continue in the most orderly and predictable fashion with the least 

amount of disturbance to landowners and to the citizens of the City. The Mayor and 
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Council have always had a strong interest in growth management so as to promote the 

traditional police power goals of health, safety, morals, aesthetics and the general 

welfare of the community; and in particular the lessening of congestion on City streets, 

security of the public from crime and other dangers, promotion of health and general 

welfare of its citizens, protection of the aesthetic qualities of the City including access to 

air and light, and facilitation of the adequate provision of transportation and other public 

requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council are, and have been interested in, 

developing a cohesive and coherent policy regarding certain uses in the City, and have 

intended to promote community development through stability, predictability and 

balanced growth which will further the prosperity of the City as a whole; and 

WHEREAS, the City has determined that to serve the needs of the community, 

certain amendments are needed in the Zoning Ordinance, including the deletion of 

the Civil Institutional District; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to amend its standards, including conditional uses, 

to reflect same. 

NOW THEREFORE, be it and it is hereby ordained by the Mayor and 

Council of the City of Jonesboro: 

Section 1. Section 86-113 “Civil-Institutional District” in Article IV (Zoning 

Districts), Chapter 86 (Zoning) of the City’s Code of Ordinances is hereby deleted 

in its entirety.   

Section 2.  Chapter 86 (Zoning) is hereby further amended by revising the 

provisions of Article VI (Conditional Uses) to read as follows:  
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ARTICLE VI.  CONDITIONAL USES. 

Sec. 86-121.  Generally. 

 

Conditional uses may be permitted upon a finding by Mayor and Council that the 

proposed use conforms to the minimum listed conditions and the standards of 

review of this article. Approval of conditional uses is subject to the procedural 

requirements of property rezoning of Article XII. 

 

A conditional use will continue so long as the use thereby allowed is actually being 

conducted on the property to which it applies or as subsequently modified by the 

Mayor and Council pursuant to the provisions of this chapter, once activity 

authorized by a conditional use has been discontinued for a period of 90 days, the 

conditional use shall expire without further action by the Mayor and Council and 

such use may not thereafter be made on premises without reapplication therefore 

and approval thereof by the Mayor and Council. In making the decision regarding 

whether or not a conditional use has been discontinued, the Zoning Administrator 

shall base his judgment upon objective criteria gained from observation of the 

premises. The subjective intent of the owner or lessee of the property shall not be 

considered. 

 

The following conditional uses may be permitted in the zoning districts specified.  

The listed conditions and standards below are minimum requirements, and the 

Mayor and Council may elect to impose additional conditions and standards on 

proposed uses based on the context of each case. 

 

Sec. 86-122.  NAICS 62441, 6244 Child day care. 

 

DAY CARE CENTER 

Any place operated by a person, society, agency, corporation, institution, or group 

wherein are received, for pay, for group care for fewer than 24 hours per day 

without transfer of legal custody 19 or more children under 18 years of age. 

 

GROUP DAY CARE HOME 

Any place operated by any person or group wherein are received for pay not less 

than seven nor more than 18 children under 18 years of age for care and supervision 

for less than 24 hours per day. 

 

Day care centers and group day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use 

in an H-2, O&I, C-1, C-2 or MX district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1) Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

 

(2)  Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a 

minimum frontage of 150 feet.  

 

(3)  Must provide an outdoor play area containing 100 square feet for each child 

at play. Such play area shall be fenced using a minimum fence height of 

four feet and established in the rear yard. A stockade type fence shall be

installed along any boundary with a residential use. Such fencing shall 

comply with the building setback of the adjoining residential property, as 

appropriate, and the area between the fence and the common property line 

shall be maintained as a buffer in compliance with article XV, Landscaping 

and buffers. 

 

(4)  All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(1)  Every child day care facility shall provide proof of an approved Georgia 

Department of Human Services registration certificate prior to issuance of a 

Certificate of Occupancy, and shall conform to all applicable local, state, 

and federal standards, including Bright From the Start current program 

standards, Ga. R. Reg. §591-1-1, et. seq.  An on-site outdoor play area is 

required, subject to the following minimum standards: 

  

(a)   Size requirements. 

  

(1)  For Centers with a licensed capacity of 19 or more children 

first licensed after March 1, 1991, the Center shall provide or 

have ready access to an outdoor play area. The minimum size 

of the outdoor area must be equal to one hundred (100) 

square feet times one-third (1/3)  of the Center's licensed 

capacity for children. 

  

(2)  For Centers with a licensed capacity of 18 or fewer children 

first licensed after April 21,  1991, the Center shall provide 

or have ready access to an outdoor play area. The minimum 

size of the outdoor area must be equal to one hundred (100) 

square feet times the center's licensed capacity for children. 

  

(b)  Playground Occupancy. At least one hundred (100) square feet shall 

be available for each child occupying the outside play area at any 

one time. Groups of children may be rotated if necessary so that one 

hundred (100) square feet per child is provided at all times. 

  

(c)  Location. Playgrounds shall be adjacent to the Center or in an area 

which can be reached by a safe route or method approved by the 

Department. Except in School-age Centers, the  playground 

shall have shaded areas. 

  

(d)  Fence or Approved Barriers. Playgrounds shall be protected from 

traffic or other hazards by a four (4) foot or higher secure fence or 

other barrier approved by this Department.  Fencing material shall 

not present a hazard to children and shall be maintained so as to 

prevent children from leaving the playground area by any means 

other than through an approved access route. Fence gates shall be 

kept closed except when persons are entering or  exiting the area. 

  

(e)  Playground Surfaces. Except in School-age Centers, the playground 
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shall have a surface  suitable for varied activities. Hard surfaces, 

such as gravel, concrete, or paving shall not exceed one-fourth (1/4) 

of the total playground area. 

  

(f)  Equipment. Playground equipment shall provide an opportunity for 

the children to engage in a variety of experiences and shall be age-

appropriate. For example, toddlers shall not be  permitted to 

swing in swings designed for School-age Children. The outdoor 

equipment shall  be free of lead-based paint, sharp corners and 

shall be regularly maintained in such a way as  to be free of rust 

and splinters that could pose significant safety hazard to the 

children. All equipment shall be arranged so as not to obstruct 

supervision of children. 

  

(g)  Anchoring of Certain Equipment. Climbing and swinging equipment 

shall be anchored. 

  

(h)  Fall Zones and Surfacing. Climbing and swinging equipment shall 

have a resilient surface  beneath the equipment and the fall 

zone from such equipment must be adequately  maintained by 

the Center to assure continuing resiliency. 

  

(i)  Safety and Upkeep of Playground. Playgrounds shall be kept clean, 

free from litter and free  of hazards, such as but not limited to 

rocks, exposed tree roots and exposed sharp edges of  concrete. 

(2)  Off-street parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the 

proposed facility shall be provided. No on-street parking shall be permitted 

in conjunction with any child day care facility.  Mayor and Council may 

attach conditions to an approval or may deny approval of a child day care 

facility upon finding that the proposed facility is within 500 feet of an 

establishment licensed for the sale of alcoholic beverages or within 500 feet 

of potentially hazardous land uses or activities that present unacceptable 

risks to operation of a child day care facility. "Potentially hazardous land 

uses or activities" include, but are not limited to, gasoline service stations, 

heavy industrial operations, storage of flammable materials, high pressure 

underground pipelines or truck or rail loading areas. 

 

Mayor and Council may attach conditions to an approval or may deny approval of a 

child day care facility upon a finding that traffic conditions present unacceptable 

risks to operation of the facility and/or the safety of children proposed to be served 

by the facility or that traffic impacts associated with the proposed facility would 

substantially jeopardize the appropriate use of neighboring properties. 

 

 

Sec. 86-123.  NAICS 624410, 6244 Family day care. 

 

FAMILY DAY CARE HOME 
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A private residence operated by any person who receives therein for pay for 

supervision and care fewer than 24 hours per day, without transfer of legal custody, 

at least three, but not more than six children under 18 years of age who are not 

related to such person and whose parents or guardians are not residents in the same 

private residence. 

Family day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-C, 

R-A R-M, or H-1 district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  The exterior of the dwelling shall not be altered in a manner inconsistent 

with dwellings in the immediate neighborhood that are occupied in single-

family use.

A stockade type fence shall be 

installed along any boundary with a residential use. Such fencing shall 

comply with the building setback of the adjoining residential property, as 

appropriate. 

 

Sec. 86-124.  NAICS 62412 Services for the elderly and persons with 

disabilities. 

 

ADULT DAY CARE HOME 

 

A facility in which for compensation at least three, but not more than six persons 18 

years of age or older, who have difficulty in functioning independently, receive care 

for fewer than 24 hours per day without transfer of legal custody. 

 

Adult day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-C, 

R-A or R-M district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  On-site parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the 

proposed facility shall be provided.  

 

(2)  The exterior of the dwelling shall not be altered in a manner inconsistent 

with dwellings in the immediate neighborhood that are occupied in single-

family use.  

 

(3)  No parking facility shall be installed in the front yard. (4) An outdoor 

seating area comprised of a porch, deck, gazebo or similar structure suitable 

for no fewer than four adults must be provided. 

 

Sec. 86-125.  NAICS 624120 Adult day care center. 

 

A facility in which for compensation seven or more persons 18 years of age or 

older, who have difficulty in functioning independently, receive care for fewer than 
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24 hours per day without transfer of legal custody. 

 

Adult day-care centers may be permitted as a conditional use in an H-2, O&I, C-1, 

MX, or C-2 district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

 

(2)  Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre.  

 

(3)  On-site parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the 

proposed facility shall be provided.  

 

(4)  An outdoor amenity area containing a minimum area of 2,000 square feet 

and comprised of such furnishings as benches, picnic tables and shelters as 

well as pedestrian walks to create an amenity suitable for adults must be 

provided. 

 

(5)  All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(5)  Mayor and Council may attach conditions to approval of a facility which 

have as their purpose protection of the public health, safety, morals, and 

general welfare. 

 

Sec. 86-126.  NAICS 6239 Continuing care retirement communities. 

 

PERSONAL CARE HOME 

 

Any dwelling that provides or arranges for the provision of housing, food service, 

and one or more personal services for two or more adults who are not related to the 

owner or administrator by blood or marriage. Personal services include, but are not 

limited to, individual assistance with and supervision of self-administered 

medications and essential activities or daily living such as eating, bathing, 

grooming, dressing, and toileting. 

 

Personal care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an H-2, O&I, C-2 or 

MX district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  The personal care home shall provide on-site parking and/or drop-off space 

adequate to meet the needs of the proposed facility;  

 

(2)  The operator of the personal care home shall provide the Jonesboro Police 

and Clayton County Fire Departments a current list of residents living in the 

facility who have disabilities, and information concerning special needs, so 

as to ensure each resident's safety and evacuation from the premises in the 

event of a fire or similar emergency.  

 

(3)  The personal care home shall obtain all required federal and state permits 

and/or licenses. 
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Sec. 86-127.  Other residential care facilities. 

 

GROUP HOME FOR THE DISABLED 

 

Any dwelling unit designed for single family occupancy and occupied by no more 

than eight disabled individuals. Group homes do not include boarding hoses, 

halfway houses, homeless shelters or similar occupancy, nor shall the term include 

occupancy by any releases of any penal institution or place for persons convicted of 

a crime, persons found to be juvenile delinquents or juveniles found to be persons 

in need of supervision. In addition to disabled individuals, up to two additional 

occupants acting as house parents or guardians may reside in a group home. 

 

Group homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2 and R-4 district, 

subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  No additional parking beyond the existing driveway and garage areas shall 

be permitted on the property where the group home is located, and vehicles 

may only be parked in such areas. Should additional parking be required, 

the operator of the group home may apply for an administrative variance 

from the city manager; any increase in pavement shall be confined to the 

rear of the lot.  

 

(2)  The operator of the group home shall provide the Jonesboro Police 

Department and Clayton County Fire Department with a current list of 

residents living in the facility who have disabilities, and information 

concerning special needs, to ensure each resident's well-being and safe 

evacuation from the premises in the event of a fire or similar emergency.  

 

(3)  Any modifications to the existing structure shall not increase the square 

footage of the structure.  

 

(4)  Any exterior modifications to the existing structure shall be consistent with 

the residential character of the surrounding neighborhood.  

 

(5)  A group home shall not be established within 1,500 feet of an existing group 

home.  

 

(6)  The group home shall not require occupancy of individual bedrooms by 

more than two individuals. 

 

(7)  Group homes shall comply with all fire and life safety codes, and obtain all 

federal and state permits or licenses, as appropriate.  

 

(8)  The existing structure shall be upgraded and inspected by the city with 

respect to accommodation and accessibility by disabled individuals. 

 

Sec. 86-128.  NAICS 51912 Libraries and archives. 
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Libraries may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-A, RM, H-1, H-2, 

MX, C-1, C-2 district, subject to the following condition: 

 

(1)  A landscaped buffer having a minimum horizontal dimension of 20 feet and 

an average horizontal dimension of 30 feet shall be maintained when 

abutting a residential use. 

 

(2)  All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(2)  Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a 

minimum frontage of 150 feet. 

 

(3)  Must be stand-alone buildings (no planned centers, connected storefronts 

sharing a common wall, or lots with zero lot line development or shared 

parking). 

 

(4)  Must meet the requirements of Article XIII – Parking, Loading, and Interior 

Circulation. 

 

(5)  No paved parking area shall be established within 25 feet of a lot that is 

zoned residential or contains a residential use. 

 

(6)  Height regulations. The maximum height for buildings abutting a residential 

district or use shall be three stories or 35 feet as measured at any point 30 

feet from any common property line. Building height may be increased one 

foot for every additional foot beyond a distance of 30 feet from any 

common property line; however, no building shall ever exceed a total height 

of 75 feet. 

 

Sec. 86-129.  NAICS 6233 Retirement community. 

 

The following conditions are assigned in the R-C, R-A and H-2 districts: 

 

(1)  A maximum of 90 dwelling units shall be permitted.

(3)  Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre.

feet. 

 

Sec. 86-131.  NAICS 713990 Billiard and pool halls (all uses permitted except 

shooting ranges).

Sec. 86-132.  NAICS 515 Broadcasting. 

 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, O&I, MX and C-1 districts:

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, MX and C-2 district:

(3)  Must be stand-alone buildings (no planned centers, connected storefronts 

sharing a common wall, or lots with zero lot line development or shared 

parking). 

 

(4)  Must meet the requirements of Article XIII – Parking, Loading, and Interior

(5)  A minimum 50-foot wide buffer shall be maintained between built elements 

(including paved parking areas) of the proposed facility and any adjacent, 

residentially-zoned property. 

 

(6)  Height regulations. The maximum height for buildings abutting a residential 

district or use shall be three stories or 35 feet as measured at any point 30 

feet from any common property line. Building height may be increased one 

foot for every additional foot beyond a distance of 30 feet from any 

common property line; however, no building shall ever exceed a total height 

of 75 feet. 

 

Sec. 86-134.  NAICS 512132 Motion picture theaters: drive ins. 

 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-2 district: 

 

(1)  Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

 

(2)  Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a 

minimum frontage of 150 feet.  

 

(3)  No screen shall be visible from any street.  
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(4)  No central loudspeaker system shall be permitted.

Section 6. The effective date of this Ordinance shall be the date of its adoption by 

the Mayor and Council unless otherwise stated herein. 

Section 7. The Ordinance shall be codified in a manner consistent with the 

laws of the State of Georgia and the City of Jonesboro. 

Section 8. It is the intention of the governing body, and it is hereby ordained that 

the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made part of the Code of 

Ordinances, City of Jonesboro, Georgia and the sections of this Ordinance may be

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ARTICLE VI. - CONDITIONAL USES 

 

Sec. 86-121. - Generally. 

Conditional uses may be permitted upon a finding by Mayor and Council that the proposed use 

conforms to the minimum listed conditions and the standards of review of this article. Approval of 

conditional uses is subject to the procedural requirements of property rezoning of Article XII. 

A conditional use will continue so long as the use thereby allowed is actually being conducted on the 

property to which it applies or as subsequently modified by the Mayor and Council pursuant to the 

provisions of this chapter, once activity authorized by a conditional use has been discontinued for a 

period of 90 days, the conditional use shall expire without further action by the Mayor and Council and 

such use may not thereafter be made on premises without reapplication therefore and approval thereof 

by the Mayor and Council. In making the decision regarding whether or not a conditional use has been 

discontinued, the Zoning Administrator shall base his judgment upon objective criteria gained from 

observation of the premises. The subjective intent of the owner or lessee of the property shall not be 

considered. 

The following conditional uses may be permitted in the zoning districts specified.  The listed conditions 

and standards below are minimum requirements, and the Mayor and Council may elect to impose 

additional conditions and standards on proposed uses based on the context of each case. 

 

Sec. 86-122. – NAICS 62441, 6244 Child day care. 

DAY CARE CENTER 

Any place operated by a person, society, agency, corporation, institution, or group wherein are received, 

for pay, for group care for fewer than 24 hours per day without transfer of legal custody 19 or more 

children under 18 years of age. 

GROUP DAY CARE HOME 

Any place operated by any person or group wherein are received for pay not less than seven nor more 

than 18 children under 18 years of age for care and supervision for less than 24 hours per day. 

Day care centers and group day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an H-2, O&I, C-1, 

C-2 or MX district, subject to the following conditions: 

(1) Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

(2) Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a minimum frontage of 150 

feet.  

(3) Must provide an outdoor play area containing 100 square feet for each child at play. Such play area 

shall be fenced using a minimum fence height of four feet and established in the rear yard. A stockade 

type fence shall be installed along any boundary with a residential use. Such fencing shall comply with 

the building setback of the adjoining residential property, as appropriate, and the area between the 
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fence and the common property line shall be maintained as a buffer in compliance with article XV, 

Landscaping and buffers. 

(4) All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(1) Every child day care facility shall provide proof of an approved Georgia Department of Human 

Services registration certificate prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy, and shall conform to all 

applicable local, state, and federal standards, including Bright From the Start current program 

standards, O.C.G.A. Chapter 591-1-1.  An on-site outdoor play area is required, subject to the 

following minimum standards: 

 (a)  Size requirements. 

 (1) For Centers with a licensed capacity of 19 or more children first licensed after March 1, 

 1991, the Center shall provide or have ready access to an outdoor play area. The minimum 

 size of the outdoor area must be equal to one hundred (100) square feet times one-third (1/3) 

 of the Center's licensed capacity for children. 

 (2) For Centers with a licensed capacity of 18 or fewer children first licensed after April 21, 

 1991, the Center shall provide or have ready access to an outdoor play area. The minimum 

 size of the outdoor area must be equal to one hundred (100) square feet times the center's 

 licensed capacity for children. 

 (b)  Playground Occupancy. At least one hundred (100) square feet shall be available for each 

 child occupying the outside play area at any one time. Groups of children may be rotated if 

 necessary so that one hundred (100) square feet per child is provided at all times. 

 (c) Location. Playgrounds shall be adjacent to the Center or in an area which can be reached 

 by a safe route or method approved by the Department. Except in School-age Centers, the 

 playground shall have shaded areas. 

 (d) Fence or Approved Barriers. Playgrounds shall be protected from traffic or other hazards 

 by a four (4) foot or higher secure fence or other barrier approved by this Department. 

 Fencing material shall not present a hazard to children and shall be maintained so as to 

 prevent children from leaving the playground area by any means other than through an 

 approved access route. Fence gates shall be kept closed except when persons are entering or 

 exiting the area. 

 (e) Playground Surfaces. Except in School-age Centers, the playground shall have a surface 

 suitable for varied activities. Hard surfaces, such as gravel, concrete, or paving shall not 

 exceed one-fourth (1/4) of the total playground area. 

 (f) Equipment. Playground equipment shall provide an opportunity for the children to engage 

 in a variety of experiences and shall be age-appropriate. For example, toddlers shall not be 

 permitted to swing in swings designed for School-age Children. The outdoor equipment shall 

 be free of lead-based paint, sharp corners and shall be regularly maintained in such a way as 

 to be free of rust and splinters that could pose significant safety hazard to the children. All 

 equipment shall be arranged so as not to obstruct supervision of children. 
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 (g) Anchoring of Certain Equipment. Climbing and swinging equipment shall be anchored. 

 (h) Fall Zones and Surfacing. Climbing and swinging equipment shall have a resilient surface 

 beneath the equipment and the fall zone from such equipment must be adequately 

 maintained by the Center to assure continuing resiliency. 

 (i) Safety and Upkeep of Playground. Playgrounds shall be kept clean, free from litter and free 

 of hazards, such as but not limited to rocks, exposed tree roots and exposed sharp edges of 

 concrete. 

(2) Off-street parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the proposed facility shall 

be provided. No on-street parking shall be permitted in conjunction with any child day care facility.  

Mayor and Council may attach conditions to an approval or may deny approval of a child day care 

facility upon finding that the proposed facility is within 500 feet of an establishment licensed for the 

sale of alcoholic beverages or within 500 feet of potentially hazardous land uses or activities that 

present unacceptable risks to operation of a child day care facility. "Potentially hazardous land uses or 

activities" include, but are not limited to, gasoline service stations, heavy industrial operations, 

storage of flammable materials, high pressure underground pipelines or truck or rail loading areas. 

Mayor and Council may attach conditions to an approval or may deny approval of a child day care 

facility upon a finding that traffic conditions present unacceptable risks to operation of the facility 

and/or the safety of children proposed to be served by the facility or that traffic impacts associated 

with the proposed facility would substantially jeopardize the appropriate use of neighboring 

properties. 

(Ord. No. 5-13-19) 

 

Sec. 86-123. - NAICS 624410, 6244 Family day care. 

FAMILY DAY CARE HOME 

A private residence operated by any person who receives therein for pay for supervision and care fewer 

than 24 hours per day, without transfer of legal custody, at least three, but not more than six children 

under 18 years of age who are not related to such person and whose parents or guardians are not 

residents in the same private residence. 

Family day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-C, R-A R-M, or H-1 

district, subject to the following conditions: 

(1) The exterior of the dwelling shall not be altered in a manner inconsistent with dwellings in the 

immediate neighborhood that are occupied in single-family use.  

(2) No parking facility shall be installed in the front yard.  

(3) Must provide an outdoor play area containing a minimum area of 500 square feet. Such play area 

shall be fenced using a minimum fence height of four feet and established in the rear yard. A stockade 

type fence shall be installed along any boundary with a residential use. Such fencing shall comply with 

the building setback of the adjoining residential property, as appropriate. 
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Sec. 86-124. – NAICS 62412 Services for the elderly and persons with disabilities. 

ADULT DAY CARE HOME 

A facility in which for compensation at least three, but not more than six persons 18 years of age or 

older, who have difficulty in functioning independently, receive care for fewer than 24 hours per day 

without transfer of legal custody. 

Adult day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-C, R-A or R-M district, 

subject to the following conditions: 

(1) On-site parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the proposed facility shall be 

provided.  

(2) The exterior of the dwelling shall not be altered in a manner inconsistent with dwellings in the 

immediate neighborhood that are occupied in single-family use.  

(3) No parking facility shall be installed in the front yard. (4) An outdoor seating area comprised of a 

porch, deck, gazebo or similar structure suitable for no fewer than four adults must be provided. 

 

Sec. 86-125. - NAICS 624120 Adult day care center. 

A facility in which for compensation seven or more persons 18 years of age or older, who have difficulty 

in functioning independently, receive care for fewer than 24 hours per day without transfer of legal 

custody. 

Adult day-care centers may be permitted as a conditional use in an H-2, O&I, C-1, MX, or C-2 district, 

subject to the following conditions: 

(1) Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

(2) Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre.  

(3) On-site parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the proposed facility shall be 

provided.  

(4) An outdoor amenity area containing a minimum area of 2,000 square feet and comprised of such 

furnishings as benches, picnic tables and shelters as well as pedestrian walks to create an amenity 

suitable for adults must be provided. 

(5) All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(5) Mayor and Council may attach conditions to approval of a facility which have as their purpose 

protection of the public health, safety, morals, and general welfare, or Mayor and Council may deny 

approval of an adult day care facility upon a finding that conditions on or near such proposed facility 

render it unsuitable for establishment of an adult day care facility. 

(Ord. No. 5-13-19) 
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Sec. 86-126. - NAICS 6239 Continuing care retirement communities. 

PERSONAL CARE HOME 

Any dwelling that provides or arranges for the provision of housing, food service, and one or more 

personal services for two or more adults who are not related to the owner or administrator by blood or 

marriage. Personal services include, but are not limited to, individual assistance with and supervision of 

self-administered medications and essential activities or daily living such as eating, bathing, grooming, 

dressing, and toileting. 

Personal care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an H-2, O&I, C-2 or MX district, subject to 

the following conditions: 

(1) The personal care home shall provide on-site parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the 

needs of the proposed facility;  

(2) The operator of the personal care home shall provide the Jonesboro Police and Clayton County Fire 

Departments a current list of residents living in the facility who have disabilities, and information 

concerning special needs, so as to ensure each resident's safety and evacuation from the premises in the 

event of a fire or similar emergency.  

(3) The personal care home shall obtain all required federal and state permits and/or licenses. 

 

Sec. 86-127. - Other residential care facilities. 

GROUP HOME FOR THE DISABLED 

Any dwelling unit designed for single family occupancy and occupied by no more than eight disabled 

individuals. Group homes do not include boarding hoses, halfway houses, homeless shelters or similar 

occupancy, nor shall the term include occupancy by any releases of any penal institution or place for 

persons convicted of a crime, persons found to be juvenile delinquents or juveniles found to be persons 

in need of supervision. In addition to disabled individuals, up to two additional occupants acting as 

house parents or guardians may reside in a group home. 

Group homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2 and R-4 district, subject to the following 

conditions: 

(1) No additional parking beyond the existing driveway and garage areas shall be permitted on the 

property where the group home is located, and vehicles may only be parked in such areas. Should 

additional parking be required, the operator of the group home may apply for an administrative 

variance from the city manager; any increase in pavement shall be confined to the rear of the lot.  

(2) The operator of the group home shall provide the Jonesboro Police Department and Clayton County 

Fire Department with a current list of residents living in the facility who have disabilities, and 

information concerning special needs, to ensure each resident's well-being and safe evacuation from the 

premises in the event of a fire or similar emergency.  

(3) Any modifications to the existing structure shall not increase the square footage of the structure.

(4) Any exterior modifications to the existing structure shall be consistent with the residential character 

of the surrounding neighborhood.  

(5) A group home shall not be established within 1,500 feet of an existing group home.  

(6) The group home shall not require occupancy of individual bedrooms by more than two individuals. 

(7) Group homes shall comply with all fire and life safety codes, and obtain all federal and state permits 

or licenses, as appropriate.  

(8) The existing structure shall be upgraded and inspected by the city with respect to accommodation 

and accessibility by disabled individuals. 

 

Sec. 86-128. - NAICS 51912 Libraries and archives. 

Libraries may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-A, RM, H-1, H-2, MX, C-1, C-2 district, 

subject to the following condition: 

(1) A landscaped buffer having a minimum horizontal dimension of 20 feet and an average horizontal 

dimension of 30 feet shall be maintained when abutting a residential use. 

(2) All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(2) Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a minimum frontage of 150 

feet. 

(3) Must be stand-alone buildings (no planned centers, connected storefronts sharing a common wall, 

or lots with zero lot line development or shared parking). 

(4) Must meet the requirements of Article XIII – Parking, Loading, and Interior Circulation. 

(5) No paved parking area shall be established within 25 feet of a lot that is zoned residential or 

contains a residential use. 

(6) Height regulations. The maximum height for buildings abutting a residential district or use shall be 

three stories or 35 feet as measured at any point 30 feet from any common property line. Building 

height may be increased one foot for every additional foot beyond a distance of 30 feet from any 

common property line.; however, no building shall ever exceed a total height of 75 feet. 

(Ord. No. 5-13-19) 

 

Sec. 86-129. - NAICS 6233 Retirement community. 

The following conditions are assigned in the R-C, R-A and H-2 districts: 

(1) A maximum of 90 dwelling units shall be permitted. 

(2) Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

(3) Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre. 
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Sec. 86-130. - NAICS 71312 Amusement arcades. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, MX, or C-1 district: 

(1) Establishments shall be limited to a maximum floor area of 2,000 square feet. 

 

Sec. 86-131. - NAICS 713990 Billiard and pool halls (all uses permitted except shooting ranges). 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, or C-2 district: 

(1) The sale or on-premises consumption of alcoholic beverages is prohibited. 

 

Sec. 86-132. - NAICS 515 Broadcasting. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, O&I, MX and C-1 districts: 

(1) No transmission towers may be located on the property. 

 

Sec. 86-133. - NAICS 512132 Motion picture theaters (except drive-ins). 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, MX and C-2 district: 

(1) Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

(2) Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a minimum frontage of 150 

feet. 

(3) Must be stand-alone buildings (no planned centers, connected storefronts sharing a common wall, 

or lots with zero lot line development or shared parking). 

(4) Must meet the requirements of Article XIII – Parking, Loading, and Interior Circulation. 

(5) A minimum 50-foot wide buffer shall be maintained between built elements (including paved 

parking areas) of the proposed facility and any adjacent, residentially-zoned property. 

(6) Height regulations. The maximum height for buildings abutting a residential district or use shall be 

three stories or 35 feet as measured at any point 30 feet from any common property line. Building 

height may be increased one foot for every additional foot beyond a distance of 30 feet from any 

common property line.; however, no building shall ever exceed a total height of 75 feet. 

(Ord. No. 5-13-19) 

 

Sec. 86-134. - NAICS 512132 Motion picture theaters: drive ins. 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-2 district: 

(1) Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  
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(2) Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a minimum frontage of 150 

feet.  

(3) No screen shall be visible from any street.  

(4) No central loudspeaker system shall be permitted.  

(5) No outdoor theater shall be permitted adjacent to any residential district. 

(6) Must be stand-alone buildings (no planned centers, connected storefronts sharing a common wall, 

or lots with zero lot line development or shared parking). 

(7) Must meet the requirements of Article XIII – Parking, Loading, and Interior Circulation. 

(8) Height regulations. The maximum height for buildings abutting a residential district or use shall be 

three stories or 35 feet as measured at any point 30 feet from any common property line. Building 

height may be increased one foot for every additional foot beyond a distance of 30 feet from any 

common property line.; however, no building shall ever exceed a total height of 75 feet.

Sec. 86-135. - NAICS 711130 Musical groups and artist. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, O&I, MX and C-2 districts:

The following conditions are assigned in the H-2 district: 

(1) No parking facilities shall be permitted with 50 feet of a residential property. 

 

Sec. 86-137. - NAICS 51219 Postproduction services and other motion picture and video industries. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, O&I, C-1, C-2, and M-1 districts: 

(1) No noise generated by the use shall be perceptible at the property boundary. 

 

Sec. 86-138. - NAICS 51224, 51225 Sound recording industries. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, O&I, MX, C-1 and C-2 districts: 

(1) No noise generated by the use shall be perceptible at the property boundary. 
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Sec. 86-139. - 5221 Banks, credit unions, and saving institutions. 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-1 district: 

(1) No drive-thru teller or drive-thru ATM machines shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-140. - NAICS 621991 Blood and organ banks. 

The following conditions are assigned in the O&I district: 

(1) Blood plasma donor facilities are prohibited. 

(2) Applicable waste storage / disposal procedures shall be followed, per State and Federal 

guidelines. 

(3) Must be stand-alone buildings (no planned centers, connected storefronts sharing a common 

wall, or lots with zero lot line development or shared parking). 

(4) Must meet the requirements of Article XIII – Parking, Loading, and Interior Circulation. 

(5) No paved parking area shall be established within 25 feet of a lot that is zoned residential or 

contains a residential use. 

(Ord. No. 5-13-19) 

 

Sec. 86-141. - NAICS 236, 237, 238 Construction and Contractors. 

The following condition is assigned in the H-2 AND O&I districts: 

(1) No outdoor storage of materials is permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-142. - NAICS 236, 237, and 238 Construction and contractors, with outdoor storage. 

The following condition is assigned in the M-1 district: 

(1) Outdoor storage is permitted provided such storage is confined to the rear yard and is screened 

using fencing or landscaping which completely obscures the view from adjoining properties and public 

rights-of-way. Such screening shall have a minimum height of eight feet. 

 

Sec. 86-143. - NAICS 561320 Temporary help services. 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-2 and M-1 districts: 

(1) No client of any such facility may report to the facility more than one hour prior to the opening of the 

business or remain on the premises more than one hour following closing of the business.  

(2) The building located on the property shall contain sufficient area, either inside or outside, configured 

in such a way as to prevent potential laborers who have congregated in the building or on the property 

from being observed from any right-of-way or any adjoining property.  
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(3) The proposed site for a labor pool shall not be located within 1,000 feet of an existing labor pool.  

(4) The labor pool shall provide a safe area on the property where the day laborers may be picked up 

and dropped off. Any such area shall not include any right-of-way immediately adjacent to the property 

or on any adjoining property not owned or leased by the labor pool.  

(5) The labor pool shall be limited to commercial locations on Tara Boulevard that are zoned C-2. 

 

Sec. 86-144. - NAICS 54194 Veterinary services including animal hospital. 

The following conditions are assigned in the O&I and C-2 district: 

(1) No outdoor runs shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-145. - NAICS 812990 All other personal services. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, O&I, C-1 and C-2 districts: 

(1) Dating and escort services shall be prohibited. 

 

Sec. 86-146. - NAICS 81222 Cemeteries 

The following conditions are assigned in the R-2, R-4, R-C, R-A, RM, O&I, C-1, and C-2 districts: 

(1) No associated crematorium facilities shall be permitted.  

(2) The lot shall be a minimum of five acres.  

(3) No dwelling, other than a one-family dwelling for a caretaker, shall be permitted.  

(4) No building shall be located within 100 feet of any property boundary.  

(5) The lot shall have direct access to an arterial or major collector road.  

(6) All gravesites shall be a minimum of (50) 50 feet from any property boundary. 

 

Sec. 86-147. - NAICS 532284 Consumer goods rental. 

The following conditions are assigned in the O&I and C-1 districts: 

(1) No overnight outdoor storage or display of merchandise or equipment shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-148. - NAICS 812320 Dry-cleaning and laundry services (except coin operated). 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2, O&I, and C-1 districts: 
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(1) No dry-cleaning plants shall be permitted. Such establishments shall be limited to customer drop off 

and pick-up. 

 

Sec. 86-149. - NAICS 4543 Direct selling establishments, including fuel dealers. 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-2 district: 

(1) No on-site storage of fuels shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-150. - NAICS 5323 General rental centers. 

The following conditions are assigned in the MX and O&I districts: 

(1) No overnight outdoor storage or display of merchandise or equipment shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-151. - NAICS 811411 Home and garden equipment repair and maintenance. 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-2, and M-1 district: 

(1) No overnight outdoor storage or display of merchandise or equipment shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-152. - NAICS 48841 Motor vehicle towing and storage. 

The following conditions are assigned in the C-2 and M-1 districts: 

(1) Vehicle storage shall be limited to a 30-day period.  

(2) Storage shall be screened utilizing a 10-foot landscaped buffer and opaque fencing having a 

minimum height of six feet; landscaping as prescribed in Article 86-15 shall be maintained outside the 

fencing. 

 

Sec. 86-153. - NAICS 561491 Repossession services. 

The following conditions are assigned in the O&I, C-2, and M-1 districts: 

(1) No outdoor storage of repossessed vehicles, equipment or materials of any sort shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-154. - NAICS 81142 Re-upholstery and furniture repair. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-1, H-2 and C-1 districts: 

(1) No outdoor display or storage of merchandise or materials shall be permitted.  

(2) Window displays shall not include merchandise in various states of repair or disrepair. 
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Sec. 86-155. - NAICS 5617 Services to buildings and dwellings. 

The following conditions are assigned in the O&I and C-1 districts: 

(1) No on-site storage of chemicals or other potentially toxic or hazardous materials or supplies shall be 

permitted.  

(2) No trucks shall be stored on site for 24-hour periods or overnight.  

(3) No on-site 24-hour storage of chemical compounds used in the conduct of businesses classified 

under this NAICS code shall be permitted. 

 

Sec. 86-156. - NAICS 541380 Testing laboratories. 

The following conditions are assigned in the O&I, C-2 and M-1 districts: 

(1) No testing facility shall be permitted which introduces excessive noise, odor, vibration, electrical 

interference, threat of fire, explosion, or involves hazardous materials or other objectionable activities. 

 

Sec. 86-157. - NAICS 4542 Vending machine operators. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-2, O&I, MX districts: 

(1) No on premises vending machine sales shall be permitted. 

(Ord. No. 05-08, § 2(6.36), 8-15-05, 2-11-19) 

 

Sec. 86-158. - NAICS 6243 Vocational rehabilitation services. 

The following conditions are assigned in the H-2 and C-2 districts: 

(1) No client of any such facility may report to the facility more than one hour prior to the opening of the 

business or remain on the premises more than one hour following closing of the business.

(6) A minimum 50-foot wide buffer shall be maintained between built elements of the proposed facility 

and any adjacent, residentially-zoned property.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY 

OF JONESBORO, GEORGIA, CHAPTER 86, ZONING, TO DELETED THE C-

I (CIVIL INSTITUTIONAL) ZONING DISTRICT AND TO AMEND THE 

CONDITIONAL USE PROVISIONS TO REFLECT SAME; TO PROVIDE FOR 

CODIFICATION; TO PROVIDE FOR SEVERABILITY; TO REPEAL 

CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE AN ADOPTION DATE; TO 

PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES ALLOWED 

BY LAW. 

WHEREAS, the governing authority of the City of Jonesboro, Georgia (the 

“City”) are the Mayor and Council thereof; and 

WHEREAS, Article IX, Section II, Paragraph IV of the 1983 Constitution of the 

State of Georgia authorizes the City to adopt plans and exercise the power of zoning; and  

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have, as a part of planning, zoning and 

growth management, been in review of the City's zoning ordinances and have been 

studying the City's best estimates and projections of the type of development which 

could be anticipated within the City; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council therefore consider it paramount that land 

use regulation continue in the most orderly and predictable fashion with the least 

amount of disturbance to landowners and to the citizens of the City. The Mayor and 
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Council have always had a strong interest in growth management so as to promote the 

traditional police power goals of health, safety, morals, aesthetics and the general 

welfare of the community; and in particular the lessening of congestion on City streets, 

security of the public from crime and other dangers, promotion of health and general 

welfare of its citizens, protection of the aesthetic qualities of the City including access to 

air and light, and facilitation of the adequate provision of transportation and other public 

requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council are, and have been interested in, 

developing a cohesive and coherent policy regarding certain uses in the City, and have 

intended to promote community development through stability, predictability and 

balanced growth which will further the prosperity of the City as a whole; and 

WHEREAS, the City has determined that to serve the needs of the community, 

certain amendments are needed in the Zoning Ordinance, including the deletion of 

the Civil Institutional District; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to amend its standards, including conditional uses, 

to reflect same. 

NOW THEREFORE, be it and it is hereby ordained by the Mayor and 

Council of the City of Jonesboro: 

Section 1. Section 86-113 “Civil-Institutional District” in Article IV (Zoning 

Districts), Chapter 86 (Zoning) of the City’s Code of Ordinances is hereby deleted 

in its entirety.   

Section 2.  Chapter 86 (Zoning) is hereby further amended by revising the 

provisions of Article VI (Conditional Uses) to read as follows:  
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ARTICLE VI.  CONDITIONAL USES. 

Sec. 86-121.  Generally. 

 

Conditional uses may be permitted upon a finding by Mayor and Council that the 

proposed use conforms to the minimum listed conditions and the standards of 

review of this article. Approval of conditional uses is subject to the procedural 

requirements of property rezoning of Article XII. 

 

A conditional use will continue so long as the use thereby allowed is actually being 

conducted on the property to which it applies or as subsequently modified by the 

Mayor and Council pursuant to the provisions of this chapter, once activity 

authorized by a conditional use has been discontinued for a period of 90 days, the 

conditional use shall expire without further action by the Mayor and Council and 

such use may not thereafter be made on premises without reapplication therefore 

and approval thereof by the Mayor and Council. In making the decision regarding 

whether or not a conditional use has been discontinued, the Zoning Administrator 

shall base his judgment upon objective criteria gained from observation of the 

premises. The subjective intent of the owner or lessee of the property shall not be 

considered. 

 

The following conditional uses may be permitted in the zoning districts specified.  

The listed conditions and standards below are minimum requirements, and the 

Mayor and Council may elect to impose additional conditions and standards on 

proposed uses based on the context of each case. 

 

Sec. 86-122.  NAICS 62441, 6244 Child day care. 

 

DAY CARE CENTER 

Any place operated by a person, society, agency, corporation, institution, or group 

wherein are received, for pay, for group care for fewer than 24 hours per day 

without transfer of legal custody 19 or more children under 18 years of age. 

 

GROUP DAY CARE HOME 

Any place operated by any person or group wherein are received for pay not less 

than seven nor more than 18 children under 18 years of age for care and supervision 

for less than 24 hours per day. 

 

Day care centers and group day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use 

in an H-2, O&I, C-1, C-2 or MX district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1) Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

 

(2)  Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre and a 

minimum frontage of 150 feet.  

 

(3)  Must provide an outdoor play area containing 100 square feet for each child 

at play. Such play area shall be fenced using a minimum fence height of 

four feet and established in the rear yard. A stockade type fence shall be 
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installed along any boundary with a residential use. Such fencing shall 

comply with the building setback of the adjoining residential property, as 

appropriate, and the area between the fence and the common property line 

shall be maintained as a buffer in compliance with article XV, Landscaping 

and buffers. 

 

(4)  All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(1)  Every child day care facility shall provide proof of an approved Georgia 

Department of Human Services registration certificate prior to issuance of a 

Certificate of Occupancy, and shall conform to all applicable local, state, 

and federal standards, including Bright From the Start current program 

standards, Ga. R. Reg. §591-1-1, et. seq.  An on-site outdoor play area is 

required, subject to the following minimum standards: 

  

(a)   Size requirements. 

  

(1)  For Centers with a licensed capacity of 19 or more children 

first licensed after March 1, 1991, the Center shall provide or 

have ready access to an outdoor play area. The minimum size 

of the outdoor area must be equal to one hundred (100) 

square feet times one-third (1/3)  of the Center's licensed 

capacity for children. 

  

(2)  For Centers with a licensed capacity of 18 or fewer children 

first licensed after April 21,  1991, the Center shall provide 

or have ready access to an outdoor play area. The minimum 

size of the outdoor area must be equal to one hundred (100) 

square feet times the center's licensed capacity for children. 

  

(b)  Playground Occupancy. At least one hundred (100) square feet shall 

be available for each child occupying the outside play area at any 

one time. Groups of children may be rotated if necessary so that one 

hundred (100) square feet per child is provided at all times. 

  

(c)  Location. Playgrounds shall be adjacent to the Center or in an area 

which can be reached by a safe route or method approved by the 

Department. Except in School-age Centers, the  playground 

shall have shaded areas. 

  

(d)  Fence or Approved Barriers. Playgrounds shall be protected from 

traffic or other hazards by a four (4) foot or higher secure fence or 

other barrier approved by this Department.  Fencing material shall 

not present a hazard to children and shall be maintained so as to 

prevent children from leaving the playground area by any means 

other than through an approved access route. Fence gates shall be 

kept closed except when persons are entering or  exiting the area. 

  

(e)  Playground Surfaces. Except in School-age Centers, the playground 
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shall have a surface  suitable for varied activities. Hard surfaces, 

such as gravel, concrete, or paving shall not exceed one-fourth (1/4) 

of the total playground area. 

  

(f)  Equipment. Playground equipment shall provide an opportunity for 

the children to engage in a variety of experiences and shall be age-

appropriate. For example, toddlers shall not be  permitted to 

swing in swings designed for School-age Children. The outdoor 

equipment shall  be free of lead-based paint, sharp corners and 

shall be regularly maintained in such a way as  to be free of rust 

and splinters that could pose significant safety hazard to the 

children. All equipment shall be arranged so as not to obstruct 

supervision of children. 

  

(g)  Anchoring of Certain Equipment. Climbing and swinging equipment 

shall be anchored. 

  

(h)  Fall Zones and Surfacing. Climbing and swinging equipment shall 

have a resilient surface  beneath the equipment and the fall 

zone from such equipment must be adequately  maintained by 

the Center to assure continuing resiliency. 

  

(i)  Safety and Upkeep of Playground. Playgrounds shall be kept clean, 

free from litter and free  of hazards, such as but not limited to 

rocks, exposed tree roots and exposed sharp edges of  concrete. 

(2)  Off-street parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the 

proposed facility shall be provided. No on-street parking shall be permitted 

in conjunction with any child day care facility.  Mayor and Council may 

attach conditions to an approval or may deny approval of a child day care 

facility upon finding that the proposed facility is within 500 feet of an 

establishment licensed for the sale of alcoholic beverages or within 500 feet 

of potentially hazardous land uses or activities that present unacceptable 

risks to operation of a child day care facility. "Potentially hazardous land 

uses or activities" include, but are not limited to, gasoline service stations, 

heavy industrial operations, storage of flammable materials, high pressure 

underground pipelines or truck or rail loading areas. 

 

Mayor and Council may attach conditions to an approval or may deny approval of a 

child day care facility upon a finding that traffic conditions present unacceptable 

risks to operation of the facility and/or the safety of children proposed to be served 

by the facility or that traffic impacts associated with the proposed facility would 

substantially jeopardize the appropriate use of neighboring properties. 

 

 

Sec. 86-123.  NAICS 624410, 6244 Family day care. 

 

FAMILY DAY CARE HOME 
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A private residence operated by any person who receives therein for pay for 

supervision and care fewer than 24 hours per day, without transfer of legal custody, 

at least three, but not more than six children under 18 years of age who are not 

related to such person and whose parents or guardians are not residents in the same 

private residence. 

Family day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-C, 

R-A R-M, or H-1 district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  The exterior of the dwelling shall not be altered in a manner inconsistent 

with dwellings in the immediate neighborhood that are occupied in single-

family use.  

 

(2)  No parking facility shall be installed in the front yard.  

 

(3)  Must provide an outdoor play area containing a minimum area of 500 

square feet. Such play area shall be fenced using a minimum fence height of 

four feet and established in the rear yard. A stockade type fence shall be 

installed along any boundary with a residential use. Such fencing shall 

comply with the building setback of the adjoining residential property, as 

appropriate. 

 

Sec. 86-124.  NAICS 62412 Services for the elderly and persons with 

disabilities. 

 

ADULT DAY CARE HOME 

 

A facility in which for compensation at least three, but not more than six persons 18 

years of age or older, who have difficulty in functioning independently, receive care 

for fewer than 24 hours per day without transfer of legal custody. 

 

Adult day care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2, R-4, R-C, 

R-A or R-M district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  On-site parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the 

proposed facility shall be provided.  

 

(2)  The exterior of the dwelling shall not be altered in a manner inconsistent 

with dwellings in the immediate neighborhood that are occupied in single-

family use.  

 

(3)  No parking facility shall be installed in the front yard. (4) An outdoor 

seating area comprised of a porch, deck, gazebo or similar structure suitable 

for no fewer than four adults must be provided. 

 

Sec. 86-125.  NAICS 624120 Adult day care center. 

 

A facility in which for compensation seven or more persons 18 years of age or 

older, who have difficulty in functioning independently, receive care for fewer than 
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24 hours per day without transfer of legal custody. 

 

Adult day-care centers may be permitted as a conditional use in an H-2, O&I, C-1, 

MX, or C-2 district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  Must be located on a street having a classification of collector or greater.  

 

(2)  Must be established on a lot having a minimum area of one acre.  

 

(3)  On-site parking and/or drop-off space adequate to meet the needs of the 

proposed facility shall be provided.  

 

(4)  An outdoor amenity area containing a minimum area of 2,000 square feet 

and comprised of such furnishings as benches, picnic tables and shelters as 

well as pedestrian walks to create an amenity suitable for adults must be 

provided. 

 

(5)  All other applicable standards of Section 86-113 shall be met. 

(5)  Mayor and Council may attach conditions to approval of a facility which 

have as their purpose protection of the public health, safety, morals, and 

general welfare. 

 

Sec. 86-126.  NAICS 6239 Continuing care retirement communities. 

 

PERSONAL CARE HOME 

 

Any dwelling that provides or arranges for the provision of housing, food service, 

and one or more personal services for two or more adults who are not related to the 

owner or administrator by blood or marriage. Personal services include, but are not 

limited to, individual assistance with and supervision of self-administered 

medications and essential activities or daily living such as eating, bathing, 

grooming, dressing, and toileting. 

 

Personal care homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an H-2, O&I, C-2 or 

MX district, subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  The personal care home shall provide on-site parking and/or drop-off space 

adequate to meet the needs of the proposed facility;  

 

(2)  The operator of the personal care home shall provide the Jonesboro Police 

and Clayton County Fire Departments a current list of residents living in the 

facility who have disabilities, and information concerning special needs, so 

as to ensure each resident's safety and evacuation from the premises in the 

event of a fire or similar emergency.

Any dwelling unit designed for single family occupancy and occupied by no more 

than eight disabled individuals. Group homes do not include boarding hoses, 

halfway houses, homeless shelters or similar occupancy, nor shall the term include 

occupancy by any releases of any penal institution or place for persons convicted of 

a crime, persons found to be juvenile delinquents or juveniles found to be persons 

in need of supervision. In addition to disabled individuals, up to two additional 

occupants acting as house parents or guardians may reside in a group home. 

 

Group homes may be permitted as a conditional use in an R-2 and R-4 district, 

subject to the following conditions: 

 

(1)  No additional parking beyond the existing driveway and garage areas shall 

be permitted on the property where the group home is located, and vehicles 

may only be parked in such areas.

Recommendation 

It is recommended that the City Council approve the request and fee waiver for Lee Street Park and equipment from the 

Douglas Brothers Foundation, Inc. with conditions as listed under the Staff Analysis.  

 

Background 

Harry and Toney Douglas were born in Tampa, Florida to Harry and Stephanie Douglas. Harry, Toney and their older 

sister Jamila were raised in Jonesboro, Georgia. They often participated in community activities with their parents. The 

result was a foundation that would change their community and inspire other leaders. The foundation mission is to educate 

and empower underprivileged youth and families in our community to achieve their life and career goals, while building 

stronger communities that support the betterment of younger people. Thus we are “touching and changing lives.” Our goal 

is to provide services and resources for the community to enhance the lives of underprivileged youth. The services and 

resources are: Workshops, Career Development, Reading Club, Financial Literacy Events, College Tours, Life Skills, 

Community Outreach, Mentoring, Camps, and Sports Programs. 

Staff Analysis 

Staff has spoken with the organizers and they are wishing to host their 10th Annual Back to School Bash in partnership 

with the City of Jonesboro on August 3, 2019 from 11:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. This partnership would allow more visibility of 

our Park and would also show our efforts to the promotion of obtaining school supplies for kids. Event activities include 

music, distribution of school supplies, live radio remote broadcasts, giveaways and a special visit from former NFL Falcons 

and Titans Harry Douglas.  

Staff has reviewed the conditions at and around the event and recommends the following: 

• Approval of the Fee Waiver for utilization of Lee Street Park including the large Amphitheatre, small amphitheater, 

and concession stand.  
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• Douglas Brothers Foundation, Inc. to provide detailed plan for parking, logistics, etc.  

• The Douglas Brothers Foundation, Inc. will be required to obtain insurance listing the City of Jonesboro as 

additional insured.

MARTA is requesting the adoption of an IGA by and between MARTA and all Clayton County entities. This IGA would 

allow for the placement of advertising benches throughout the system. Creative Outdoor Advertising of America (COAA) 

will install up to 300 advertising benches within the boundaries of Clayton County. The agreement between MARTA and 

COAA will run for 10 years. During that time, COAA will be responsible for installation, repair, maintenance and cleaning of 

the benches. The County and cities will be responsible for emptying of the trash receptacles and ensuring the immediate 

area around the stops are free from litter and debris. MARTA will pay the County and the cities (on a semi-annual basis) 

one-half of the monthly commission from the sale of advertisements. Further, Staff is requesting the purchase of Trash 

Receptacles for each of the stops similar to those erected by other cities within the County.  

All advertisement on the benches would be subject to approval by MARTA and the City. To ensure the integrity of the 

advertisements, MARTA will exclude advertising unsuitable for exposure to persons of young age and immature judgment. 

1. Process for Approving Ads 

As a part of MARTA’s contract with Creative Outdoor Advertising of America (COAA) there is a Board approved 

Advertising Policy that dictates what is allowed and not allowed. Initially, an Advertising Coordinator will work with COAA 

on every Ad until we are comfortable they understand our requirements. Subsequently, we will work with COAA on Ads 

that are marginal or that appear to be prohibited to make sure we are in direct communication with COAA on the 

acceptance or rejection of any ad. Our contract with COAA does stipulate that MARTA reserves the right to direct COAA to 

remove ads that we believe to be negative or detrimental to MARTA or its affiliates. 

2. Location of Advertising Benches   

We will ask that COAA provide a list of locations that they believe will generate the most revenue to the Jurisdictions 

(Clayton County, Cities), MARTA and COAA. This list will be reviewed and approved by MARTA’s Office of Planning to 

confirm it coincides with current and future bus routes and other long and short-term requirements. Upon acceptance by 

Planning these locations will require permits; thus that process will in effect require Clayton County and/or Clayton County 

City approval. Our goal will be to install 300 benches out of 622 bus stops in Clayton County but each location will require 

set-back space, approved permits and the absence of obstacles that could prevent installation.

TRANSIT AMENITIES AGREEMENT BETWEEN  
METROPOLITAN ATLANTA RAPID TRANSIT AUTHORITY  

AND 
THE CITY OF   

 
This Agreement, made and entered into this _____ day of ______________20__ (the “Effective 

Date”), by and between METROPOLITAN ATLANTA RAPID TRANSIT AUTHORITY (“MARTA” or the 

"Authority”) and THE CITY OF _________________, GEORGIA (the "City").  

WITNESSETH  

Whereas, MARTA is a public body corporate created by legislation as a joint public 

instrumentality of the City of Atlanta and the counties of Fulton, DeKalb, Cobb, Clayton and Gwinnett in 
the manner specified in that certain Act known as the Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority Act 
of 1965 (Ga. L. 1965, p. 2243), as amended, for the purpose of operating a public transit system consisting 
in part of fixed route bus operations throughout the City of Atlanta, Fulton County, DeKalb County and 

Clayton County (the "Service Area"); and  

Whereas, the City is a municipal corporation chartered in accordance with the laws of the State 

of Georgia and is possessed of certain right of way located in the Service Area upon which the Authority 

has designated bus stops for the use and convenience of its patrons and the citizens of the City; and  

Whereas, the Authority has obtained the services of a contractor to sell advertising, collect 

revenue, and provide bus benches for the benefit of patrons of the Authority and citizens of the City; and 

Whereas, the Authority may obtain the services of additional contractors to install, maintain, and 

sell advertising, collect revenue, and provide additional Transit Amenities for the benefit of patrons of 

the Authority and citizens of the City;   

NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual obligations and consideration set forth 

herein, the Authority and the City agree as follows:  

1. Installation and Maintenance of Transit Amenities. The City hereby grants to the Authority the 

right, but the Authority is not hereby obligated, to install and maintain Transit Amenities, as defined in 

MARTA’s Service Standards, and operate an advertising program on such Transit Amenities through a 
contract or contracts with a third-party contractor or contractors, in accordance with the terms and 

conditions herein. The City acknowledges that the Authority has, through the competitive procurement 

process ("Request for Proposals"), contracted with one or more third parties to provide for the 

installation and maintenance of bus benches and the sale of advertising thereon (the "Clayton County 

Bus Benches Advertising Agreement") and may contract with one or more third parties to provide for 

the installation and maintenance of additional Transit Amenities and the sale of advertising thereon in 
the future. The Clayton County Bus Benches Advertising Agreement has been awarded to one or more 

third-parties (said third-parties hereinafter referred to collectively as the “Bus Bench Advertising 

Contractor") and incorporates the terms and conditions of this Agreement. The City acknowledges and 

agrees that the Authority shall have the exclusive right, to install and maintain Transit Amenities in the 

City during the Term. MARTA may, at its sole discretion, and without further permission from the City, 
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assign such right to the Bus Bench Advertising Contractor or other contractor in the event MARTA awards 

additional Transit Amenities contracts. The City agrees to issue all permits, licenses and other privileges 
necessary for the installation and maintenance of all Transit Amenities to the Authority, the Bus Bench 

Advertising Contractor, or other MARTA contractor, without cost.  
 

2. Placement of Transit Amenities. Except as otherwise provided herein, the licensing, placement, 

installation and maintenance of Transit Amenities shall be undertaken in accordance with all applicable 

ordinances and regulations of the City, other applicable law and the following conditions:  

(a) Transit Amenities shall be located along MARTA bus routes in the City for the benefit 
of MARTA patrons. In the event a bus route is modified or permanently discontinued, all Transit 
Amenities along such route shall be removed within a reasonable time after the discontinuation 
of service to such Transit Amenity location.  

(b) Requests for the placement of a Transit Amenity in the City shall be accepted by the 
Authority from the City. All such requests shall be reviewed by MARTA, forwarded to the Bus Bench 
Advertising Contractor, or other advertising contractor, as appropriate, for consideration of 
placement of a Transit Amenity in accordance with MARTA’s Service Standards, the Clayton County 
Bus Benches Advertising Agreement, or other advertising agreement.  

(c) The Authority shall promptly notify the City of the placement decision.  
 

3. Payment of Share of Fees and Commissions to City.  

The Authority shall pay or cause to be paid to the City, on a semi-annual basis, a sum equal to 

one half of the monthly commission due pursuant to the Clayton County Bus Benches Advertising 

Agreement for all bus bench advertising placed upon bus benches located in the City pursuant to the 

Clayton County Bus Benches Advertising Agreement during the term of such Contract and shall pay or 

cause to be paid to the City, on a semi-annual basis, a sum equal to one half of the monthly commission 

due pursuant to any other Transit Amenities advertising contract for all advertising placed upon Transit 

Amenities located in the City pursuant to such Transit Amenities advertising contract during the term of 

such contract. The amount of such commission payments shall be determined by the advertising 

contracts between MARTA and the advertising contractor.  

4. Term. The performance of the obligations of the Authority and the City shall commence on 
the Effective Date and continue for a period of fifty (50) years.  
 

   5. Compliance with Advertising Policy. All advertising placed upon Transit Amenities located in the 
City shall comply with the requirements of the Authority Advertising Policy attached hereto as Exhibit A. 
In the event the City has a concern regarding the content of any specific advertising placed upon Transit 
Amenities located in the City, the City shall immediately notify the Authority's Advertising Coordinator. 
The Advertising Coordinator shall review the subject advertising for compliance with the Advertising Policy 
and take action under the policy for the modification or removal of the advertisement, as appropriate.  

   6. Use of Inventory. When available, the City shall have the opportunity to utilize one-half of any 
advertising inventory located in the City and offered to the Authority by the advertising contractor from 
time to time for the placement of public service announcements relating to City initiatives or information 
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of interest to City residents. Such public service announcements shall not be political in nature, and shall 
comply in all relevant respects with the requirements of MARTA’s Advertising Policy. The City shall advise 
the Authority’s Advertising Coordinator when interested in using such inventory. If such inventory is 
available, the Authority's Advertising Coordinator shall coordinate with the City for the placement of public 
service announcements. Any charges for the design, printing and installation of such public service 
announcements shall be at the City's sole expense.  

      7. Repair, Maintenance and Cleaning of Transit Amenities. The Authority, or contractor acting on 
behalf of the Authority, shall be responsible for the repair, maintenance and cleaning of Transit Amenities 
installed in the City. The City shall be responsible for the timely emptying of the trash receptacles, ensuring 
the immediate area surrounding the Transit Amenity is free from litter and debris and servicing all 
customer service questions and/or complaints related to the trash receptacles or litter and debris in the 
immediate area surrounding the Transit Amenity located in the City. The City shall place a sticker or other 
form of notice on the trash receptacles located in the City that identifies the City department responsible 
for servicing the trash receptacles and a contact number at which that department can be reached. The 
City may, by mutual consent of all parties, assign its rights and obligations under this Agreement to Clayton 
County, or another entity within its jurisdiction.  

      8. Audit and Analysis. The performance of advertising contractors shall be subject to audit by the 
Authority and the City pursuant to the advertising contract governing such advertising contract. The 
advertising contractor will be required to keep accurate records of all transactions pertaining to the Transit 
Amenities installed pursuant to its advertising contract and the revenue generated thereby. Such records 
shall be open to audit, with reasonable prior notice, by the Authority and the City or their authorized 
representatives during normal business hours at the advertising contractor's offices in Atlanta, Georgia, at 
any time while the advertising contract is in effect and for four years after its termination. The terms of 
the advertising contract(s) shall contain the right to seek adjustment of revenue by the Authority and/or 
the City based upon the results of any such audit.  

      9. Authority's Request for Proposal Process. The selection of the Bus Bench Advertising Contractor 
was conducted in conformance with the Authority's competitive procurement process and the 
requirements of the MARTA Act and all selections of future Transit Amenities advertising contractors shall 
be conducted in conformance with the Authority’s competitive procurement process and the 
requirements of the MARTA Act. The Authority established a disadvantaged business enterprise 
participation goal for the Clayton County Bus Benches Advertising Agreement consistent with the 
Authority's adopted disadvantaged business enterprise standards and shall establish a disadvantaged 
business enterprise participation goal for all future Transit Amenities advertising contracts.  

      10. Amendment. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties. No 
changes, amendments or modifications thereof shall be effective and binding on the parties unless in 
writing, signed by the parties, and authorized by their respective governing bodies as may be required by 
law.  

      11. Assignment. Except as otherwise provided for herein, neither party shall assign this Agreement, 
wholly or in part, without the prior written consent of the other party. Any such assignment shall be 
binding upon the parties only after proper written notice shall have been received. No assignment shall 
relieve the parties of any obligations under this Agreement.

ADVERTISING POLICY AND REGULATIONS  

 
The Metropolitan Atlanta Rapid Transit Authority is engaged in the sale of advertising in and upon 

its facilities, property and rolling stock, which may include, but is not limited to, (1) print advertising inside 

its rail stations, (2) print advertising inside and upon its buses and rail cars, (3) video displays inside its rail 

stations, (4) video displays inside its buses and trains, (5) print advertising displayed on bus shelters in the 

Authority's service area, (6) print advertising, billboards, banners, video displays or similar devices displayed 

upon its facilities, structures and property, and (7) advertising and web links displayed upon pages of web 

sites operated by the Authority. This policy shall apply to the sale of all forms of advertising undertaken by 

the Authority.  

The sole purpose of the Authority's advertising programs is to raise revenues, supplementary to 

those from fares and from tax proceeds, to be used to finance the Authority's operations. The sale and display 

of advertising is not intended to provide a general public forum for purposes of communication, but rather 

to make use of property held in a proprietary capacity in order to generate revenue.  

In order to realize the maximum benefit from the sale of advertising space, the program must be 

managed in a manner that will procure as much revenue as practicable, while ensuring that the advertising 

does not discourage the use of the Authority's transit system, does not diminish the Authority's reputation in 

the community it serves or the good will of its patrons, and is consistent with the Authority's principal 

purpose of providing safe and efficient public transportation. To attain these objectives, the Authority's 

Board of Directors has established the following policies regulating the advertising displayed in and upon 

its facilities, property and rolling stock.  

 
1. All advertising displayed in or upon the Authority's facilities, property or rolling stock shall be 

paid advertising in the following categories:  

(1) Commercial Advertising: advertising the sole purpose of which is to sell or rent real estate or 

personal property for profit or a fee, or to sell services for profit or a fee. It does not include advertising

that both offers to sell property or services and also conveys information about political issues, religious, 

moral, or environmental matters or issues, or other public matters or issues, or expresses or advocates 

opinions or positions upon any of the foregoing.  

(2) Transit Advocacy: advertising regarding public safety, traffic laws or transit advocacy, which 

shall include messages regarding the enforcement of state laws (such as seat belt usage, child restraint 

requirements, pedestrian right-of-way, driving under the influence, etc.), safety campaigns based upon 

concepts of pedestrian, child or highway safety, and transit advocacy (carpooling, clean air, etc.) All 

advertising in this category shall be paid advertising to support the Authority's goal of maximizing 

alternative sources of revenue.  

(3) Community, education or health and safety campaigns adopted by the Ad Council, advertising 

by a governmental entity for a specific government purpose, or advertising by a non-profit organization, 

provided that all such advertising clearly identifies the entity sponsoring the advertising and otherwise 

complies with this policy. Such advertising shall not be donated and shall be placed as paid advertising 

upon the same terms as commercial advertising in order to support the Authority's goal of maximizing 

alternative sources of revenue.  

 

2. The Authority's transit system, in order to serve the purpose for which it has been established, 

must of necessity accommodate all persons without distinction of age. It is therefore necessary to exclude 

advertising unsuitable for exposure to persons of young age and immature judgment. The following kinds 

of advertising therefore will not be displayed in or upon the Authority's facilities, property or rolling stock:  

a. Advertising for products or services related to human reproduction or sexuality, including but 

not limited to contraceptive products or services, other products or services related to sexual 

hygiene, and counseling with regard to pregnancy, abortion, or other sexual matters.  

b. Advertising for products, services, or entertainment directed to sexual stimulation.  

c. Advertising that is obscene within the meaning of O.C.G.A. § 16-12-80.  

d. Tobacco advertising shall be prohibited as required by law.  
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3.  No advertising shall be permitted that in any way denigrates the Authority's organization, or 

its operation, or its officers, agents, or employees. This prohibition includes advertising copy and 

illustrations that state or imply, or could reasonably be expected to cause an inference, that the Authority's 

service or operations are anything but safe, efficient, affordable, and convenient.  

 

4.  Use of the Authority's name, logo, slogans, or other graphic representations are subject to 

advance approval by the Authority. The Authority does not endorse or imply endorsement of any product 

or service.  

 

5.  The Authority requires all advertising copy to be truthful. Advertising copy and illustrations 

should not be exaggerated, distorted, or deceptive. Medical products or treatments are to be treated in a 

restrained and inoffensive manner. Testimonials must be authentic and advertisers using them will be 

required to indemnify the Authority against any action brought in connection with them. Advertising that 

promotes contests or giveaways must comply with all applicable laws and regulations.  

 
6. No advertising in or upon the Authority's facilities, property or rolling stock shall include 

language, pictures, or other graphic representations that are unsuitable for exposure to persons of young 

age and immature judgment, or shall be derogatory of any person or group because of race, national origin, 

ethnic background, religion, or gender.  

 

7.  No advertising shall be displayed if the display thereof would violate any federal or State law 

or regulation, or any law, regulation, or ordinance of the county or municipality in which the facility, 

property or asset is located. No advertising shall be displayed if the display thereof would violate any 

federal or State law or regulation, or any law, regulation, or ordinance of any county or municipality in or 

through which such buses or rail cars are or may be operated.  
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8.  No political advertising shall be displayed in or upon the Authority's facilities, property or 

rolling stock. For this purpose, political advertising is defined as any of the following: 

a. Any advertising that supports or opposes the election of any candidate or group of candidates for 

election to any federal, State, or local government office;  

b. Any advertising that supports or opposes any referendum conducted by the federal or State 

government, or by any local government, such as referenda on constitutional amendments, on 

bond issues, or on local legislation; or  

c. Any advertising that features any person whose prominence is based wholly or in part upon his or 

her past or present activity in political affairs, or that represents or implies any such person's 

approval or endorsement of the subject matter of the advertising.  

 
Advertising is or will be sold through one or more independent contractors selected in accordance 

with the Authority's competitive procurement procedures. Said contractors shall comply with the foregoing 

policies, and review all advertising with reference to them. They shall refer all such advertising that falls or 

may fall into any of the categories defined above to the Authority's representative responsible for 

administering the advertising program who shall determine whether the proposed advertising will be 

accepted. If the proposed advertising is rejected, the party or parties proposing it may request that this 

decision be reconsidered. Upon such request, the Authority's representative shall consult with the Authority's 

Chief Counsel and with its General Manager or the officer designated by him or her for this purpose. The 

General Manager or his or her designee, on the basis of such consultation, shall determine whether the 

proposed advertising will be accepted or rejected.  

The Authority will co-operate with the party or parties proposing the advertising and with the 

independent contractor through whom it has been proposed, in a reasonable effort to revise it in order to 

produce advertising that can be accepted and displayed consistently with the foregoing policies.

For a number of years there has been dialogue regarding the feasibility of a City Gardens. The identified property is 

located on North Avenue just west of BB&T Bank, two doors east of City Hall. Several years ago, the City received 

permission to utilize the property for the same use, and in fact, ran water to the location. In an effort to move forward with 

this initiative, the attached execution of an IGA by and between the City of Jonesboro and Clayton County is necessary.  

The City has received expressions of interest and support from two private entities, the Food Well Alliance and Atlanta 

Harvest. Further, we have also received shared interest from residents wishing to assist. Once the garden is designed and 

built, plots will be available to both city and county residents.  

The Intergovernmental Agreement is for a period of fifty (50) years beginning on the date the agreement is duly executed.  

Scope of Agreement 

Duties of the County 

(A) The County agrees to allow the City to use the property located at 114 North Avenue, Jonesboro, GA identified as 

Parcel ID 13240B A002 and more fully described in the legal description attached hereto as Exhibit A for a garden 

(“the Property”). 

Duties of the City 

(A) The City shall design and build a community garden on the Property consistent with relevant standards for 

gardening. 

(B) The City shall be responsible for maintenance of the garden including but not limited to soil improvement, 

watering, composting, soil testing, tilling, digging and other similar items. 

(C) The Property shall only be used by the City for purpose(s) authorized under Georgia or federal law. 

(D) Prior to the construction of the garden, the parties shall confer and mutually agree upon the specific location for 

the garden. 
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(E) The City shall be responsible for maintaining sufficient utilities for the garden. 

Damage to County Property 

(A) Any substandard grading or damage done by the City, or its subcontractors to any property 

owned by the County shall be repaired or replaced at no cost to the County within thirty (30) days 

of notification by the City to the County.

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN  

CLAYTON COUNTY, GEORGIA AND THE CITY OF JONESBORO 

FOR THE USE OF COUNTY PROPERTY FOR A CITY GARDEN 

 

 This Intergovernmental Agreement (the “Agreement”) is for certain property owned by 

Clayton County, Georgia located at 114 North Avenue, Jonesboro, Georgia to be used by the City of 

Jonesboro for a garden and commences on this ____ day of the month of _________ in the year of 

_____ (“Start Date”) by and between the City of Jonesboro, Georgia (the “City”) and the Clayton 

County Board of Commissioners (the “County”), both of which are political subdivisions of the State 

of Georgia (each a “Party” and collectively, the “Parties”). 

 

 WHEREAS, the City is interested in launching a City Garden on property owned by Clayton 

County located at 114 North Avenue, Jonesboro, Georgia (“the Property”); and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Property is not currently in use by the County, but has been improved to 

allow access to water on the Property; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the City has received expressions of interest and support for a garden from 

private entities such as Food Well Alliance and Atlanta Harvest and the City is seeking citizen 

participants for a planning committee to design and build the garden; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Parties anticipate that, if the garden is designed and built on the Property, it 

will become a meeting place and another attraction for both city and county residents. 

 

 Now, for and in consideration of the mutual promises, representations and covenants 

contained herein, the Parties do hereby agree as follows: 

 

1.0 Representations and warranties 

 

The City hereby represents and warrants that it is a public body corporate and politic with the power 

and authority to execute and deliver this Agreement, and that the execution, delivery, and 

performance of this Agreement have been duly authorized, and the Agreement is signed by Joy Day, 

Mayor or her designee, who is authorized to sign this Agreement on the City’s behalf. 

 

The County hereby represents and warrants that it is a political subdivision of the State of Georgia 

with the power and authority to execute and deliver this Agreement, and that the execution, delivery, 

and performance of this Agreement have been duly authorized, and the Chairman of the Clayton 

County Board of Commissioners or his designee is authorized to enter into this agreement pursuant 

a Resolution approved by the Clayton County Board of Commissioners. 

 

2.0 Payment for use of property 

 

2.1 In consideration of one dollar ($1.00), and other good and valuable consideration, 

the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree to the 

terms and conditions set forth in the Agreement. 
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2.2 The City understands and agrees that neither it nor its employees are agents or 

employees of the County for any purpose but is an independent public body corporate 

and politic of the State of Georgia who is responsible for the payment of any 

employee taxes, worker’s compensation, unemployment insurance, and other 

benefits, if any. Likewise, any vendor that the City may employ to provide services 

pursuant to this Agreement is an independent contractor and is not an agent or 

employee of the County. The County is not responsible for the payment of the 

vendor’s employees’ taxes, worker’s compensation, unemployment insurance, and 

other benefits, if any. The City agrees that it will make the independent contractor 

status known to any such vendors. 

 

3.0 Term of Agreement 

 

3.1 This Agreement shall be effective when signed by the City and the County and shall 

remain in effect for fifty (50) years beginning on the Start Date unless earlier 

terminated as provided in this Agreement (the “Term”).  This agreement’s term is 

allowed pursuant to Article IX, Section III, Paragraph I of the Georgia Constitution. 

 

3.2 This Agreement is for the sole convenience of the Parties and any Party reserves the 

right to terminate this Agreement in whole or in part at its convenience, without cause 

or penalty, by written notice to the other party.  Such termination shall be effective 

upon thirty (30) days’ written notice to other Party. 

 

3.3 The parties agree that time is of the essence. 

 

 

4.0 Scope of Agreement 

 

4.1 Duties of the County 

 

(A) The County agrees to allow the City to use the property located at 114 

North Avenue, Jonesboro, GA identified as Parcel ID 13240B A002 and 

more fully described in the legal description attached hereto as Exhibit A 

for a garden (“the Property”). 

 

4.2 Duties of the City 

 

(A) The City shall design and build a community garden on the Property 

consistent with relevant standards for gardening. 

(B) The City shall be responsible for maintenance of the garden including but 

not limited to soil improvement, watering, composting, soil testing, tilling, 

digging and other similar items. 

(C) The Property shall only be used by the City for purpose(s) authorized 

under Georgia or federal law. 

(D) Prior to the construction of the garden, the parties shall confer and 

mutually agree upon the specific location for the garden. 
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(E) The City shall be responsible for maintaining sufficient utilities for the 

garden. 

 

4.3 Damage to County Property 

 

(A) Any substandard grading or damage done by the City, or its subcontractors 

to any property owned by the County shall be repaired or replaced at no cost 

to the County within thirty (30) days of notification by the City to the 

County.   

  

5.0 Integration, Construction and Severability 

 

5.1 Entire Agreement.  This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the 

parties and all prior or contemporaneous oral or written agreements are merged in 

this Agreement.  This Agreement may be amended, modified or supplemented only 

by an agreement in writing signed by both parties, or as otherwise provided in this 

Agreement.  

 

5.2 Construction.  All section headings are for the purpose of identification only and 

shall not be used for the purposes of construing any provisions contained herein.   

No waiver by any party or any default or nonperformance shall be deemed a waiver 

of any subsequent default or nonperformance. 

 

5.3 Severability.  If any part of any provision of this Agreement or any other 

agreement, document or writing given pursuant to or in connection with this 

Agreement shall be invalid or unenforceable under applicable law, said part shall 

be ineffective to the extent of such invalidity only, and the remaining terms and 

conditions shall be interpreted so as to give the greatest effect possible thereto. 

 

6.0 Governing law and venue 

 

6.1 This Agreement shall be governed in all respects by the laws of the State of 

Georgia, and any action to enforce this Agreement shall be brought in a court of 

competent jurisdiction located in Clayton County, Georgia. 

 

7.0 Notices 

 

7.1 All notices and other communications required or permitted under this Agreement 

shall be in writing to the addresses set forth below, and shall be deemed to be 

effective when actually received or refused.  Either party may change the address 

to which future notices or other communications shall be sent.  For notices which 

require action of the other party pursuant to this agreement, each party will 

endeavor to give thirty (30) days notice to the other party, though such notice time 

may be less if the exigency of the circumstances so require:

Based upon copyright law, it is incumbent upon us to obtain proper licensing for the variety of music performed in the City. 

With out licensing, it is illegal to paly copyrighted music at any time. By executing the licensing agreement, we are afforded 

public performance rights.  

The American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers (ASCAP) is a membership organization of more 

than 670,000+ songwriters, composers and music publishers. Their mission is to make it easy for businesses like ours to 

legally play copyrighted music and for their members to be fairly compensated when their copyrighted music is used.  

Here are three important things you need to know about an ASCAP music license: 

1. Play millions of songs, from our entire repertory. With a license, your business obtains performance rights to 

the entire ASCAP repertory of millions of titles from our 670,000+ songwriter, composer, and music publisher 

members. 

2. Use music however you’d like. You can play this music at your community/event/business however you’d like - 

whether it’s live performances from DJs, musicians, or karaoke, or background music provided by a MP3 player, 

CDs, or other means. 

3. Affordable license fees that go back to our members. Our license fees are affordable and help support our 

members - 88¢ of every $1 from your music license goes back to our members as royalties.

In a suit described in subsection (a) for a violation described in that subsection, remedies (including remedies both at law 

and in equity) are available for the violation to the same extent as such remedies are available for such a violation in a suit 

against any public or private entity other than a State, instrumentality of a State, or officer or employee of a State acting in 

his or her official capacity. Such remedies include impounding and disposition of infringing articles under section 503, 

actual damages and profits and statutory damages under section 504, costs and attorney’s fees under section 505, and 

the remedies provided in section 510. 

The cost for the license is $357.00 annually.

as follows: 

 

1.  Grant and Term of License 

 

(a) ASCAP grants and LICENSEE accepts a license to perform publicly on the “Premises” and at “Events” and “Functions,” and 

not elsewhere or otherwise, non-dramatic renditions of the separate musical compositions in the “ASCAP repertory.”  The 

performances licensed under this Agreement may be by means of “Live Entertainment” or “Mechanical Music”.  For purposes of this 

Agreement, 

(i) “LICENSEE” shall include the named entity and any of its constituent bodies, departments, agencies or leagues. 

(ii) “Mechanical Music” means music which is performed at the Premises by means other than by live musicians who 

are performing at the Premises, including, but not limited to (A) compact disc, audio record or audio tape players 

(but not including "jukeboxes"), (B) videotape, videodisc or DVD players; (C) the reception and communication at 

the premises of radio or television transmissions which originate outside the Premises; and which are not exempt 

under the Copyright Law; or (D) a music-on-hold telephone system operated by LICENSEE at the Premises. 

(iii) "Live Entertainment " means music that is performed at the Premises by musicians, singers or other performers. 

(iv) “Premises” means buildings, hospitals, airports, zoos, museums, athletic facilities, and recreational facilities, 

including, but not limited to, community centers, parks, swimming pools, and skating rinks owned or operated by 

LICENSEE and any site which has been engaged by LICENSEE for use by LICENSEE. 

(v) “ASCAP repertory” means all copyrighted musical compositions written or published by ASCAP members or 

members of affiliated foreign performing rights societies, including compositions written or published during the 

term of this Agreement and of which ASCAP has the right to license non-dramatic public performances. 

(vi) “Events” and “Functions” means any activity conducted, sponsored, or presented by or under the auspices of 

LICENSEE.  Except as set forth in paragraph 2.(d) below, “Events” and “Functions” shall include, but are not 

limited to, aerobics and exercise classes, athletic events, dances and other social events, concerts, festivals, arts and 

crafts fairs, and parades held under the auspices of or sponsored or promoted by LICENSEE on the Premises.   

(vii) “Special Events” means musical events, concerts, shows, pageants, sporting events, festivals, competitions, and 

other events of limited duration presented by LICENSEE for which the “Gross Revenue” of such Special Event 

exceeds $25,000 (as defined in paragraph 4.(d) below). 

(b) This Agreement shall be for an initial term of one year, commencing February 15, 2019, which shall be considered the 

effective date of this Agreement, and continuing thereafter for additional terms of one year each.  Either party may give notice of 

termination to the other no later than thirty (30) days prior to the end of the initial or any renewal term.  If such notice is given, the 

agreement shall terminate on the last day of the term in which notice is given. 

 

2.  Limitations On License 

 

(a) This license is not assignable or transferable by operation of law or otherwise.  This license does not authorize LICENSEE to 

grant to others any right to perform publicly in any manner any of the musical compositions licensed under this agreement, nor does it 

authorize any public performances at any of the Premises in any manner except as expressly herein provided. 

(b) This license does not authorize (i) the broadcasting, telecasting or transmission or retransmission by wire, Internet, website or 

otherwise, of renditions of musical compositions in ASCAP's repertory to persons outside of the Premises, other than by means of a 

music-on-hold telephone system operated by LICENSEE at the Premises; and (ii) performances by means of background music (such 

as Muzak) or other services delivered to the Premises.  Nothing in this paragraph shall be deemed to limit LICENSEE’s right to 

transmit renditions of musical compositions in the ASCAP repertory to those who attend Events or Functions on the Premises by 

means of teleconferencing, videoconferencing or similar technology. 

(c) This license is limited to non-dramatic performances, and does not authorize any dramatic performances. For purposes of this 

agreement, a dramatic performance shall include, but not be limited to, the following: 

(i) performance of a “dramatico-musical work” (as hereinafter defined) in its entirety; 

(ii) performance of one or more musical compositions from a “dramatico-musical work (as hereinafter defined) 

accompanied by dialogue, pantomime, dance, stage action, or visual representation of the work from which the 

music is taken; 
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(iii) performance of one or more musical compositions as part of a story or plot, whether accompanied or 

unaccompanied by dialogue, pantomime, dance, stage action, or visual representation; 

(iv) performance of a concert version of a “dramatico-musical work” (as hereinafter defined). 

The term “dramatico-musical work” as used in this Agreement, shall include, but not be limited to, a musical 

comedy, opera, play with music, revue, or ballet. 

(d) This license does not authorize performances: 

(i) at any convention, exposition, trade show, conference, congress, industrial show or similar activity presented by 

LICENSEE or on the Premises unless it is presented or sponsored solely by and under the auspices of LICENSEE, is 

presented entirely on LICENSEE'S Premises, and is not open to the general public; 

(ii) by or at colleges and universities; 

(iii) at any professional sports event or game played on the Premises; 

(iv) at any permanently situated theme or amusement park owned or operated by LICENSEE;  

(v) by any symphony or community orchestra; 

(vi) by means of a coin operated phonorecord player (jukebox) for which a license is otherwise available from the 

Jukebox License Office. 

 

3.  License Fee 

 

(a) In consideration of the license granted herein, LICENSEE agrees to pay ASCAP a license fee which includes the total of the 

“Base License Fee” and any applicable “Special Events License Fees”, all of which shall be calculated in accordance with the Rate 

Schedule attached to and made part of this Agreement.  For purposes of this Agreement,  

(i) “Base License Fee” means the annual fee due in accordance with Schedule A of the Rate Schedule and based on 

LICENSEE’s population as established in the most recent published U.S. Census data.  It does not include any fees 

due for Special Events. 

(ii) “Special Events License Fees” mean the amount due in accordance with Schedule B of the Rate Schedule when 

Special Events are presented by or on behalf of LICENSEE.  It does not include any Base License Fees due. 

(iii) LICENSEES who are legally organized as state municipal and/or county leagues or state associations of municipal 

and/or county attorneys shall be required to pay only the fee under Schedule C of the Rate Schedule.  Such leagues 

or associations are not subject to Schedule A or Schedule B of the Rate Schedule.  Fees paid by such leagues or 

associations do not cover performances of the municipality, county or other local government entity represented by 

the league or association.  Schedule C fees are not applicable to municipal, county or other local government 

entities. 

Unless otherwise limited by law, LICENSEE shall pay a finance charge of 1.5% per month from the due date, or the maximum 

amount permitted by law, whichever is less, on any required payment that it is not made within thirty days of its due date. 

 

4.  Reports and Payments 

 

(a)  Upon the execution of this Agreement, LICENSEE shall submit: 

(i) a report stating LICENSEE’s population based on the most recent published U.S. Census data.  The population set 

forth in the report shall be used to calculate the Base License Fee under this Agreement; and (ii) a report containing 

the information set forth in paragraph 4.(d) below for all Special Events that were presented between the effective 

date of this Agreement and the execution of this Agreement. 

(b) The Base License Fee for the first year of this Agreement and any license fees due for Special Events that were presented 

between the effective date of this Agreement and the execution of this Agreement shall be payable upon the execution of this 

Agreement. 

(c) Base License Fees for subsequent years shall be due and payable within 30 days of the renewal date of this Agreement and 

shall be accompanied by a statement confirming whether any Special Events were presented during the previous calendar year. 

(d) Ninety days after the conclusion of each Special Event, LICENSEE shall submit to ASCAP payment for such Special Event 

and a report in printed or computer readable form stating: 

(i) the date presented; 

(ii) the name of the attraction(s) appearing; 

(iii) the “Gross Revenue” of the event. “Gross Revenue” means all monies received by LICENSEE or on LICENSEE’S 

behalf from the sale of tickets for each Special Event.  If there are no monies from the sale of tickets, “Gross 

Revenue” shall mean contributions from sponsors or other payments received by LICENSEE for each Special 

Event; 

(iv) the license fee due for each Special Event. 

(e) If LICENSEE presents, sponsors or promotes a Special Event that is reportable under Rate Schedule B with another person or 

entity licensed under an ASCAP License Agreement, LICENSEE shall indicate the name, address, phone number and ASCAP account 

number of the other person(s) or entity(ies) and the party responsible for payment for such Special Event.  If the other party is not 

licensed by ASCAP, LICENSEE shall pay the license fee due hereunder, notwithstanding any agreement to the contrary between 

LICENSEE and the other party. 
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(f) LICENSEE agrees to furnish to ASCAP, where available, copies of all programs of musical works performed, which are 

prepared for distribution to the audience or for the use or information of LICENSEE or any department thereof.  The programs shall 

include all encores to the extent possible.  LICENSEE shall be under no obligation to furnish programs when they have not been 

otherwise prepared. 

(g) ASCAP shall have the right to examine LICENSEE'S books and records at LICENSEE’s place of business during normal 

business hours to such extent as may be necessary to verify the reports required by paragraph 4.(d) above.  ASCAP shall have the right 

to adjust LICENSEE’s  Base License Fee based upon the most recently available revised population figures and Population Estimates 

Program provided by the U.S. Census Department. 

 

5.  Breach or Default 

 

Upon any breach or default by LICENSEE of any term or condition herein contained, ASCAP may terminate this license by giving 

LICENSEE thirty days notice to cure such breach or default, and in the event that such breach or default has not been cured within 

said thirty days, this license shall terminate on the expiration of such thirty-day period without further notice from ASCAP.  In the 

event of such termination, ASCAP shall refund on a pro-rata basis to LICENSEE any unearned license fees paid in advance.  

 

6.  Interference in Operations 

 

ASCAP shall have the right to terminate this license upon thirty days written notice if there is any major interference with, or 

substantial increase in the cost of, ASCAP’s operations as the result of any law in the state, territory, dependency, possession or 

political subdivision in which LICENSEE is located which is applicable to the licensing of performing rights.  In the event of such 

termination, ASCAP shall refund to LICENSEE on a pro-rata basis any unearned license fees paid in advance. 

 

7.  Non-Discrimination 

 

LICENSEE recognizes that ASCAP must license all similarly situated users on a non-discriminatory basis.  LICENSEE agrees that 

any modifications to this Agreement by ASCAP, which are required by local, state or federal law for other municipalities, counties 

and other governmental entities shall not constitute discrimination between similarly situated users.  Examples of such modifications 

are statements of equal employment opportunity or nondiscrimination on the basis of race, creed, color, sex or national origin. 

 

8.  Notices 

 

ASCAP or LICENSEE may give any notice required by this Agreement by sending it by certified United States Mail, by generally 

recognized same-day or overnight delivery service or by electronic transmission (i.e., Mailgram, facsimile or similar transmission) to 

the appropriate person/office as listed herein.  Each party agrees to notify the other of any change in contact information, such as 

change of address, change of person/office responsible, etc. within 30 days of such change.

Some Copyright Law Basics: The Constitution authorizes Congress “to
Promote the Progress of Science and the Useful Arts” by granting exclusive rights
to authors. This insures that creators can earn a living from their work and pro-
vides incentive for the creation of more works.  The Copyright Law of the United
States, Title 17 USC, establishes property rights in musical works and grants cre-
ators and owners of copyrighted musical works the exclusive right to perform or
authorize the performance of their works publicly (17 U.S.C. 106(4)). This means
that, generally, other parties cannot publicly perform or authorize others to per-
form copyrighted works without the permission of the copyright owner. Also, as
the case with other property rights, the owner has the right to be paid for the use
of his property. 

What is a public performance? The Copyright Law defines a public perform-
ance as one “in a place open to the public or at any place where a substantial num-
ber of persons outside of a normal circle of a family and its social acquaintances
is gathered.” Performances transmitted or otherwise communicated by means of
any device or process (for example via broadcast, telephone wire, or other means)
to the public are also public performances (17 U.S.C. 101). The law requires users to
obtain authorization not only for performances by live musicians, but also for per-
formances by mechanical means including videotapes, CD’s, tapes, music on hold,
karaoke, jukeboxes and radio and TV reception.

What Happens If You Play Copyrighted Music Without Permission?

If you choose to use someone’s musical property without permission, the law pro-
vides that a court can assess damages from a minimum of $750 for each work
infringed, require you to pay the copyright owners’ attorney’s fees and court costs,
and enter an injunction against you.

Why Are You Responsible for Obtaining a License? Under the law, own-
ers or operators of facilities or presenters of concerts and other events are respon-
sible for performances on their premises. Technically, everyone who participates in
an infringing performance is liable and copyright owners can sue the event prsen-
ter or owner of an establishment as well as the members of the band or the disc
jockey who actually gave the unauthorized performance. In practice, the owners
and presenters obtain licenses as a cost of doing business.
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How do you obtain a license? It is impossible for copyright owners to know of every conceiv-
able use or performance of their works, and it would also be difficult for users of music to locate
all the copyright owners and negotiate licenses for all of the works that might be used. So, com-
posers and publishers of musical works authorize collective licensing organizations like ASCAP to
locate and license public performances of their works. ASCAP, the American Society of Composers,
Authors and Publishers, makes giving and obtaining permission to perform music simple, providing
a valuable service to businesses and creators alike. ASCAP is the largest performing rights organi-
zation in the world, made up entirely of composers, songwriters and publishers.

Why Should You Obtain the ASCAP License Agreement for Local Governments? Local
governments have obtained many different licenses from ASCAP for decades, but IMLA and ASCAP
found the current licensing system was burdensome and left local governments vulnerable.  Under
the old system, each potential use of music (and you can see from this brochure there are many!)
needed to be identified and separately licensed. One local government might have many different
licenses each with different reporting and payment requirements, fee structures, levels and types of
coverage, and effective dates. And there may be significant gaps in coverage raising the potential
for copyright infringement liability.

What Are the Benefits of the Agreement? The ASCAP License Agreement for Municipalities
and Governmental Entities – the product of negotiation between IMLA and ASCAP – provides sim-
ple, fast, comprehensive and affordable access to every variety of music you need to attract, enter-
tain, enlighten and educate your citizens and visitors.

• Access to, and the right to perform, any or all of the more than 8 million works of the more
than 110,000 ASCAP composer, lyricist, songwriter and publisher members and the repertories
of nearly 60 affiliated societies worldwide.

What Is Covered? The license agreement covers almost all non-dramatic performances you present
both on government property and at functions and events at other locations. These include live per-
formances, recorded performances (CDs, tapes, radio and television over loudspeakers), and music on
hold (ASCAP’s licenses with radio stations do not cover your music on hold transmissions).

Does the License Cover All Uses of Music By Our Government? The license provides broad cover-
age for just about any public performance. But copyright owners enjoy a number of separate rights,
including performing rights, recording rights and the right to reproduce (print) and distribute copies
of their works, so rental or purchase of music does not authorize its public performance. Also, ASCAP
members only grant ASCAP the right to license non-dramatic public performances of copyrighted
music in the ASCAP repertory, so “dramatic” or “grand rights” performances are not covered.

As it did with IMLA, ASCAP has negotiated comprehensive licenses with representatives of other
industries. Those licenses should cover your performances in those areas – so to avoid duplicative
coverage, the Local Government license excludes those performances. For example, ASCAP and the
American Council On Education and the National Association of College & University Business
Officers negotiated a model agreement which almost all U.S. colleges & universities have obtained.
Similarly, radio and television broadcasts, cable, satellite and Internet transmissions are also sepa-
rately licensed (although some of your closed circuit or intranet transmissions are covered by the
new license).  Finally, performances at theme and amusement parks, by professional sports teams or
at professional sports events, and by symphony orchestras, are licensed separately.

When and How Are Fees Paid? A base annual fee based on population covers almost all govern-
ment sponsored or presented performances. In addition, a separate Special Event fee is paid 90 days
after major events that have very high ticket revenue. ASCAP and IMLA agreed on this dual fee to
keep the base license fee low and reasonable for all government entities. Only those local govern-
ments that present major events pay additional fees for those events.

How does the Special Event fee work? You pay license fees, based on “gross revenue”  for all “spe-
cial events” you present. Special events are those with “gross revenue” in excess of $25,000. “Gross
revenue” means all monies you receive or is received on your behalf from the sale of tickets for each

special event. If there are no monies from the sale of tickets, “gross revenue” means
contributions from sponsors or other payments received. 

You are not required to keep track of the music performed at each special
event, but you should send copies of any available programs. The program

information you furnish helps us properly pay royalties to the com-
posers and publishers whose works you have presented.
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Where Do the License Fees Go? Over 84 cents of each dollar we collect goes right back to our
members and to the members of affiliated foreign societies whose works are represented by ASCAP
in the U.S.

Who Reports and Pays For Co-Promoted Special Events? If you present, sponsor or promote a
special event with someone who is licensed under an ASCAP License Agreement, you will still need
to report that event and provide the name, address, phone number and ASCAP account number of
the other party. You must also let us know who will be responsible for payment. If the other pre-
senter is not licensed by ASCAP, then you will be responsible for paying the license fee due – even
if you have an agreement to the contrary with the other party.

Must You sign an ASCAP local government license agreement? No, but you must obtain author-
ization to perform our members’ music. You can also obtain permission directly from the copyright
owner. But ASCAP provides a valuable service to governments, businesses and organizations that
use copyrighted music—by helping you easily meet your obligations under the Copyright Law. In
short, the ASCAP license is music to everyone’s ears.

Are Changes to the Model License Agreement Permitted? The provisions of ASCAP’s license
agreements are uniform and do not vary for licensees making similar use of ASCAP’s members’
music. The reason for this is that ASCAP’s licensing activities are largely governed by a consent
decree entered in a federal antitrust action, United States v. ASCAP, and one provision of that
decree prohibits ASCAP from “[e]ntering into, recognizing, enforcing or claiming any rights under
any license . . . which discriminates in license fee, or other terms and conditions between licensees
similarly situated . . .”

Simply put, modification of the license agreement may well expose ASCAP to a claim of discrimi-
nation asserted by other licensees with whom we have executed the same form of license agree-
ment. However, we recognize the special legal requirements of municipalities and other govern-
mental entities, therefore, the agreement permits modifications such as the inclusion of equal
employment opportunity statements and other provisions that are required by local or state law.  

What If You Believe ASCAP’s Fees Are Unreasonable? Any music user who thinks the fee for an
ASCAP license is unreasonable may ask the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of New York
to determine a reasonable fee by instituting a proceeding in that court. For more information on
this process, your attorney should contact ASCAP’s Legal Department in New York.
