As the City is facing an extremely difficult increase this year (68%) on our Medical benefits due to high claims costs. The following options were explained in detail:
Option A: Plan option that requires you to see your Primary Care doctor before seeing a specialist, with lower employee deductions. 
Option B: Higher employee deductions, however you do not need to see your Primary Care doctor and get a referral in order to see a specialist.
It was determined that additional information maybe need to fully explain the options to employee, therefore another meeting will be held on Monday, November 25, 2019 to finalize the best option.
