Section 2
Item D: Landscaping. Landscaping shall be consistent with the unit II landscaping currently in place in Old Ivy Place, except as otherwise provided herein.  All yards, front and rear on builder owned lots and areas between buildings shall be professionally landscaped, all grass areas sodded and every front yard to contain appropriate shrubs and each yard shall have planted a landscaping tree to provide for an attractive streetscape.  All unit landscaping plans are subject to approval by the Zoning Administrator prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy.  In particular, there are four basic landscape areas around the attached townhome buildings:   (A)the front yard areas in front of the conjoined entrance stoops between unit driveways; (B) the narrow grass strip between conjoined unit driveways in the middle of a building;   (C) the side of end units, visible between separate townhome buildings; and  (D) the front and side yards of end units.   
 - For Area (A), Owner/Builder shall provide 4 evergreen shrubs (2 rows of 2) for each of the two conjoined lots, in the grass area just off the edge of the paved stoop.  (8 total shrubs); Shrubs shall be minimum 3 gallon size and be of the following approved types (alternate between separate townhome buildings):  Dwarf Gardenia, Dwarf Indian Hawthorn, and Firepower Nandina.  For the remaining front yard of Area (A), Owner/Builder shall provide 1 understory flowering tree per lot.  Trees shall be minimum 2 inch caliper and be of the following approved types (alternate between separate townhome buildings):  Crape Myrtle, Kwanzan Cherry, and Dogwood. 
 - For Area (B), Owner/Builder shall provide one evergreen shrub, straddling the narrow grass strip between conjoined units, adjacent to the building foundation.  Shrubs shall be minimum 3 gallon size and be of the following approved types (alternate between separate townhome buildings):  Camellia, Foster’s Holly, and Thuja (Arborvitae).   
 - For Area (C), Owner/Builder shall provide 5 flowering shrubs alongside the side of each end unit.  Shrubs shall be minimum 3 gallon size and be of the following approved types (alternate between separate townhome buildings):  Knockout Rose, Dwarf Indian Hawthorn, and Dwarf Loropetalum. 
  For Area (D), Owner/Builder shall provide 2 canopy trees per end lot, one in the front yard and one in the side yard.  Trees shall be minimum 2 inch caliper and be of the following approved types (alternate between separate townhome buildings):  Willow Oak, Red Maple, and Japanese Zelkova. - See Exhibit “E” for Examples Landscaping amenities 
Item F: Trash Receptacles.  Any individual garbage receptacles shall be placed out of sight on non-trash collection days. (either inside the garage or behind individual units) This provision shall be enforced by the Old Ivy Place Homeowners Association.
Item G: Amenities.   Amenities shall be provided by the developer per abovementioned approved Final Plat.  Amenities, such as playground structures and tennis courts shall require separate building permits and shall require prior approval of their design (including any associated landscaping) by the Mayor and City Council

	Official Plan to reconstitute our government:
•
At current we are still operating at 100%.
•
Administrative Offices and City Facilities remain closed to the public.
•
Police Department is fully staffed; everyone is back in the office.
•
Public Works is fully staffed and continues to keep the city clean.
•
City Hall Staff continues to work remotely with the exception of critical positions.
•
As it relates to re-opening, prior to that date, we will ensure the buildings are properly cleaned and
sanitized.
•
Employees will return on a phased approach, first phase will be accepting the public back at the
Police Department with safely being a priority.
•
Plexiglass dividers will be installed at City Hall.
Dialogue From Mayor and Council:
Councilmember Bobby Lester - Cases are rising as business open back up. Councilmember Lester is in agreement of opening on a staggered schedule, highly recommends all City Hall staff wears masks and use hand sanitizer often.  Wear gloves when handling money and change the air filters to a Hepatite air filter and other air purifiers for City Hall.
Councilmember Tracey Messick - Are we getting bids on regular cleaning?  In reply, Mr. Clark informed Mayor and Council that an RFP is being drafted for regular cleaning services. During renewal, consider having customers come by appointment or devise an alphabetical system.
Councilmember Donya Sartor - What are other cities doing in their high frequency areas?
Based on operations from the last month and a half, what things run smoothly and is there a possibility that the city can be ran efficiently without our employees being exposed?  
In reply, Mr. Clark informed Mayor and Council that the remote processes are working, and he has been acting as the daily dispatcher to retrieve mail and prepare daily deposits. To enhance that process, the dispatcher should be on a rotating schedule.  Additionally, the Zoning Verification request can be submitted remotely, and the Permit submittal process has been working well. The online business license renewal process is operating smoothly. As it relates to citizens calling City Hall, all calls are being answered by staff and there have been no complaints from citizens. Mr. Clark stated he is advocating for a modified work schedule. 
Mayor Joy B. Day - Limit the number of people that enter the lobby of City Hall and possibly provide seating outside.  
Councilmember Sebo-Hand - Install a ring system to notify staff that a customer is outside and place an officer outside to ensure customer maintain social distances. 
You must wear a mask to enter City Hall.
The current State of Emergency expires on June 1, 2020; Does Council want to open prior to June 1, 2020 or open before?  The consensus is not to open.
