Mr. Clark: - Each year our local delegation comprising our State Representatives, Local Representatives as well as our Senators, go before the General Assembly and present any local legislation that the communities have asked for or any local legislation based on things they want in the communities. 
This year we would like to request:
·
The creation of a Tax Allocation District - additional taxation based on redevelopment of different nodes within the community and we are looking at targeting the Tara Boulevard area. 
·
Community Improvement Districts 
Both relative to Economic Development without any additional taxation on our resident. 
Discussion:
Mayor Joy Day - If we do the T.A.D. or C.I.D. do we have to delineate a specific area in our request?
Mr. Clark replied that we would keep it broad so that we are not limited to a specific area. Once the legislation bill is introduced, we would need to be specific. Before any finals are submitted Mayor and Council would have to adopt a resolution authorizing the Mayor to submit on our behalf.
General Consensus
Motion should read: Preliminary measure, our request out front would be the possible creation of Tax Allocation District or Districts or Community Improvement District or Districts in the city.
Questions:
Councilmember Sebo-Hand - Are there any currently proposed items on the Legislative Agenda that pertain to the city of Jonesboro that you are aware of?
Mr. Clark replied No, from a staff level, the only way we know is when they are introduced.
Councilmember Sebo-Hand - Should such districting is presented and pass, next year is an election year, this will not go into effect until the next year?
Mayor Joy B. Day - On record to say: local legislation should be legislation to help local entities, not something generated in another place or time that is to be visited on local entities.  We trust that our   legislators are going to act in our best interest, because we consider them partners with us. We would hope that they would not introduce any legislation that this body opposes, because we do have those first amendment rights to express our opinions in the Downtown too.

Discussion regarding COVID-19 Updates

	Cares Act Money - We anticipate receiving the first round, which is 30%, in the amount of $77,000.00. The Federal Government has mandated how the funds should be expended and we will spend accordingly. The total amount of the Cares Act is $230,000.00
