1. No additional access points to the property shall be created along South Main Street. 
2. Required fencing along the entire perimeter of the property shall be black wrought iron or an opaque, non-climbable, durable material other than wood. Chain-link is prohibited. Minimum height of fence shall be 6 feet but shall not exceed 8 feet in height. If wrought iron is used, a minimum 4-foot tall, continuous evergreen hedge must be planted behind the fence on the side most directly fronting South Main Street. 
3. The final landscape plan is subject to approval by the Zoning Administrator Exterior building elements and signage are subject to Design Review Commission review.
4. All lighting shall be night-sky friendly. 
5. The required parking spaces shall be clearly delineated and striped. At least one of these spaces must comply with ADA standards. 
6. All colors on the exterior be muted earth tones. 
7. The storage building shall be oriented so as to only perpendicular to S. Main Street and the ends of each storage building shall be brick.

This fund will be used to help families retain stable housing by assisting with rent and utility payments when grace periods are not offered and to provide financial assistance for additional critical needs including home improvements.  If we come to a point where we see that the $77,000.00 will not be used by September 1, 2020, we will go back to our business community to see if we can offer assistance to those businesses we count not fund.  Additionally, from $1,500.00 to $2,500.00.
Questions:
Mayor Day - Is this money ear marked for rent and utilities only?
Mr. Clark replied it is not ear marked for just rent and utilities.  We are waiting to hear from GMA to see if the funds can be used for residential home improvements.  
Councilwoman Sartor - Any input for business that have been in business for less than two years being eligible for the Small Business Grant? Concerns that they will not apply because of that stipulation.  How will be funds be disbursed for the resident?
Mr. Clark replied that the majority of the applications received have been businesses in business for more than two years and we have received applications from businesses in business for less than two years.  The funds will be distributed in the form of a check and the residents have to show proof of residency.  
Councilwoman Messick - Do we have a good software app to manage the money? Are there taxes on Grant Money? Do we have to allocate the $181,000.00 from phase one? 
Mayor Day replied yes, we are good stewards of city funds and we have a good software. 
Mr. Clark replied that there are no taxes on Grant Money as we are tax exempt.  As it relates to the $181,000.00, that has not been detailed from the Federal Government as to how they want to see the money spent.
