Planting area shall consist of a double row of evergreen shrubs, minimum 4 feet high, to fully screen the length of parked vehicles from the road.

The amount of curb cuts already present on the property shall not be exceeded.
4.
Though the proposed pavement type is concrete, typical concrete curbing shall be provided for the entire parking area.  Striping shall also be provided.
5.
One parking space shall be ADA compliant.
6.
There shall be a minimum 5 foot setback of paving from all property lines.
