Mr. Clark added that the age range was modified to the restriction that children aged 10 or younger may use a skateboard or longboard within the “Skateboard Restriction Zone” provided such minor is under the direct supervision of their parent, guardian, or other adult.
Questions and Concerns:
Mayor Day inquired as to how the age restrictions would be communicated to the public.
Mr. Clark advised that signage would be placed as an advisory warning.
Councilmember Sartor inquired as to cost to repair the damages caused the skateboarders? 
Mr. Clark advised that repairs have not been made. Additionally, council is looking into creating a skate park.
Councilmember Sartor expressed that if skateboarder are restricted from riding on the sidewalk in Lee Street Park, and are allowed to ride in the street, are they allowed to ride on the sidewalks outside the park? Additionally inquiring if bikes are allowed on sidewalks?
Upon discussion Mr. Walker, Chief Code Enforcement Officer stated that sidewalks are for pedestrian traffic only.  
Councilmember Sartor stated that she would be interested in Chairing a taskforce for the creation of a skate park.

Mr. Allen indicated it could turn into a regular salon within six months and continue. 
Councilmember Sebo-Hand inquired if the City has to abide by the state qualification relative to the wording “Salon” and if there is a work around. 
Mr. Clark advised that we have to follow state rules; it is the only way the applicant can obtain the license.
Councilmember Lester asked if the business would operate by appointment only?
Mr. Allen stated the business will operate by appointment only.
Councilmember Sartor inquired if the particular area is only zoned for Specialty Spas 
Mr. Clark clarified that Specialty Spas in the Historic District require a zoning appeal. 
Councilmember Messick inquired that If approved, can we attach a condition that in the event the business closes and someone re-opens within six months, will the new applicant be held to the current conditions or can a new applicant re-open as a Salon or Spa? 
Mr. Clark clarified that is non-applicable, the new applicant would have to start the process as a new business and follow the requirements according to the ordinance for Zoning Appeals. 
Ms. Jenkins, applicant was present to speak; Ms. Jenkins clarified that she has not intensions of running a regular salon, she stated that her specialty is esthetics, the salon purposes would be for women who suffer from alopecia , psoriasis and extreme hair loss providing specialty wigs; operating by appointment only. 
Councilmember Sebo-Hand inquired about the name of the business.  
Ms. Jenkins advised that the business will operate under Crown Mae Enterprises Inc, Doing Business as Crown Mae Spa and Salon.

Mr. Allen advised that there is enough shared parking at this time; this is one of the largest parking lots in the city It is hard to determine how many people would attend events. 
Councilmember Wise stated that the Fire Marshall would regulate how many people can occupy the space. 
Councilmember Messick asked for clarification on the hours of operation. 
Mr. Allen clarified that outside events will be restricted to 10:00 pm in accordance with the noise ordinance and inside events would be restricted to 2:00 am.  
Should the Mayor and Council approve the use, the following minimum conditions should apply: 
1. No outdoor events shall occur in the rear of the subject property, adjacent to the residential property.
2. No events (indoor or outdoor) shall occur beyond 10 pm, per City Code Section 34-123. 
3. Any temporary items associated with outdoor event hosting (tents, tables, etc.) and litter shall be completely removed from the front parking area within a maximum of two days after the event has concluded.
