·
Provide a middle brick border along the building sides to have more visual interest on the walls.
·
Paint the office part of the building a different color on the outside than the shop part.
·
Add 4 feet in height to the building to 18 feet.
·
While there is a raised parapet on the front elevation, the applicant needs to add two more of the architectural features from (k)(7) - adding a canopy over the front door and office window and adding overhangs along the roof edge would be the easiest.
·
Need to add enough window area on the front elevation to achieve 40% glass on the front.  The side facing Tara Blvd would also need to add a few windows on either side of the door.  Design Review and staff feels that 40% clear glass can be achieved through “false windows”, which would still give security for expensive vehicles on the inside.
·
Verify 4:12 slope on the roof.
·
Provide planter urns along the front.
·
Provide sconce, “night-friendly” lighting.
·
Parking surface will be refinished.
·
While chain link fencing there now is for security reasons, permanent fencing needs to be more decorative.
·
Please let us see more detailed sign designs.
