Comments and Concerns:
Councilwoman Sartor expressed her concerns relative to the intent of units being for sale or for rent. Councilwoman Sartor further requested an explanation of multi-family vs. single-family attached. 
Mr. Allen advised that the units are intended to be for ownership, adding that multi-family and single-family detached homes both require a conditional use for this particular area. 
Mr. Clark stated that should Council approve, he would like consideration for an additional condition that there shall be no Air BnB rights to this property. 
Councilwoman Sebo-Hand inquired if an owner purchases the property and decides to rent, would that be allowed?
Mr. Clark advised that the owner would have to come before Council for approval as the use changes. 
Mr. Adam Shekarabi, Owner Representative, was present and stated that his role is to evaluate the best use for the property. Mr. Shekarabi noted that he is working on behalf of the property owner, Mr. Hargrave, and collectively they have not decided if the property would be rental or sold for ownership. Further, Mr. Shekarabi noted that the developer would submit plans for Council to approve the use. 
Mr. Clark added that he and Mr. Allen would work with our legal team to ensure that there is no misunderstanding of the proper use of the property as per our code.
