Finance Director Nina Robinson came forward to give an update regarding the mileage tax rate.  She stated that in each taxing jurisdiction the mileage is set annually by the governing authority of said jurisdiction. A tax rate of one mill represents a tax liability of one dollar per $1,000 of assessed value. The city has not received the tax digest from Clayton County. Given the critical nature of this municipal revenue source, staff recommends consideration of an increase of 2.0 in our mills totaling 9.0 mills. Included is a calculation of multiple incremental increases for discussion purposes. Also attached is a list of all current local millage rates. For discussion purposes please note: 1. Much of the property within the city limit is non-taxable. 2. Even after the millage rate is set and bills mailed, there will be changes based upon appeals, valuation changes, etc. 3. The collection rate is rarely 100%. 4. Public Safety needs to replace end-of-life equipment and resources.
After discussion, Councilwoman Sartor motioned to advertise in the paper a 10 mills property tax rate, which is 3 mills increase.
Motion died for lack of a seconded.
Councilwoman Sartor motion that the city advertise a 9% mileage rate, which will be a 2 mill increase. Mayor Pro Tem Messick explained that this is not setting the rate - this is for advertising purposes only, motion was seconded by Councilwoman Sebo-Hand. 
Discussion:
Councilmembers: Powell, Lester and Wise opposed the 2 mills increase.
The City Attorney explained that after advertising in the paper, the city can decrease the rate without having another hearing but cannot increase the rate. (Once advertised - the City Can’t go up - but can go down)
The Finance Director stated that advertising is for the purpose of giving the public notice. We are recommending advertising a 10 mills tax rate and after further analysis it can be determined that it’s not needed. At which time - the city would not have to readvertise or have another hearing. 
Councilman Powell motioned to advertise the mileage rate as it currently is - with no increase.
Motion failed for lack of a second.
Mayor Pro Tem Messick motioned to advertise a 2.25% mileage rate increase with the understanding that the council can always decrease the rate- this gives a 9.25% mileage rate, seconded by Councilwoman Sebo-Hand.
